● Out of 178 school districts, they can choose reporting. There are requirements at the AU 

level. All school districts must have a Unified Improvement Plan. Has to be a way how 
gifted performance is measured and a timeline.  

● Has to be a way to disaggregate data for gifted (growth and achievement) for school 
district 

○ School district owns data 
○ AU require to report on the method 
○ CDE does not provide data
