The report is a review of
student performance in Grade 3 Reading Comprehension and Writing (English and Spanish), and
Mathematics; Grade 4 Reading and Writing (English and Spanish), and Math; Grade 5 Reading, Writing,
Mathematics and Science; Grade 6 Reading, Writing and Mathematics; Grade 7 Reading, Writing and
Mathematics; Grade 8 Reading, Writing, Mathematics and Science; Grade 9 Reading, Writing and
Mathematics; and Grade 10 Reading, Writing, Mathematics and Sdiemehe administration of the

Spring 2010CSAP. All third through tenth grade students in Colorado were accounted for in this
administration of CSAP.

This report will provide policymakers, educators, parents, and the community with a general accounting

In addition, achievement data are presented for each
school district and for sdols categorized by socioeconomic status determined by the percentage of
students eligible for free or reduceabst lunch.

Results for each CSAP assessment are reported according to the percentage of students in each of four
performance levels and the pegntage of students for whom no scores were reported. These
performance levels were determined and described by educators, who teach the specific subject at that
grade level, and were adopted by the State Board of Education.
