February 1 Military Pupil Count – Military Dependent Supplemental Aid
The February 1 military pupil count is a voluntary pupil count authorized in the 2007 Legislative session to provide military dependent supplemental aid to eligible school districts.  The supplemental count allows school districts who want to participate to submit a second pupil count to the Colorado Department of Education (CDE).  This second pupil count will include only new students who are dependents of full-time active military personnel; and have moved to the district after the October 1 pupil count; and were not counted on October 1 by any other district within Colorado.  

A school district is considered eligible for the military dependent supplemental aid if the supplemental pupil enrollment represents either an increase equal to or greater than one percent of the district’s pupil enrollment for the current budget year; or an increase equal to or greater than twenty five pupils over the district’s pupil enrollment for the current budget year.   Funding for eligible pupils will equal one-half of the district’s current budget year per pupil funding.  
Process:  

Step 1: 

An eligible school district must submit a projected military dependent enrollment to the Colorado Department of Education on or before January 15, 2009.  This projected enrollment can be submitted via e-mail, phone or fax.

Step 2: 

Complete and return the attached respondent form to CDE to request a user ID and password.   The respondent form is also posted on the CDE website.  Use the following link to access the respondent form on the website.

Step 3:
An eligible district must submit an actual military dependent pupil count as of February 1, 2010.  The count and supporting documentation must be finalized and submitted to the department by February 15, 2010.  The department has created a web-based system to allow school districts to submit their count to the department.  
The data fields required for each student record are:

In addition to these six data fields, the district must submit a completed form for each pupil verifying parent military status.  The form attached to this document is the Impact Aid Program Survey Form used by the Fountain-Fort Carson School District.  This form is provided as a sample of the information needed to determine parental military status.  Note:  There are two sections on the form which apply to civilians working on federal property.  These sections are not relevant to this collection.  School districts must provide verification of military status for all students counted in the February 1 count.  The district forms can be submitted via fax, e-mail, mail or as a file through the web based submission process.  The verification of military status will eliminate the need for a CDE pupil count audit of these students at a later date.  
The deadline for submitting the student file and verification documentation is February 15, 2010.  This deadline is firm and cannot be waived.  The department must have all data by February 15th in order to calculate supplemental funding and request the funding from the legislature.  Any documentation received after February 15th will not be included for funding.
