o PENDING BOARD APPROVAL

e Column 1 -- Under the Special Education funding formula, administrative units will receive
$1,250 for each child with disabilities that was reported on the December 1, 2012 special education count.

e Column 2 -- An additional $6,000 per student (or proportion thereof) of the remaining

funds will be distributed to administrative units for a percentage of the children reported on the December 1,
2012 count with the following disabilities: significant limited intellectual disability, sigificant identifiable
emotional disability, hearing disability, vision disability, autism, traumatic brain injury, deaf-blind, and multiple
disabilities. This percentage is determined by the amount of funding appropriated.

e Column 3 -- Preliminary allocations to administrative units based on student count projections
provided by the Charter School Institute for new charter schools in FY14 for which student count data is

not yet available.

e Column 4 -- Percent of the total ECEA appropriation (90%) to be paid in September. The amount of the first
payment to each admin unit is indicated here and is calculated from the preliminary allocation.

e Column 5 -- The remaining 10% of the total ECEA appropriation paid in the spring of 2014. The amount of the second
payment to each admin unit is projected here and is calculated from the preliminary allocation.

The final allocation is determined using actual Charter School Institute Student Counts, that are available by
the Spring.
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
