Viaero and public anchor institutions are collaborating on a grant application that would deploy wireless broadband to half of Colorado’s rural population and nearly all of rural Nebraska.  The collaboration would provide community anchor institutions like libraries with free equipment and training, as well as fully mobile and reduced-cost broadband with initial downloads of 14Mbps and uploads of 5.6Mbps.  Other solutions would cost $2,500 per line to install in rural areas and not work in an ambulance, but Viaero’s fully mobile system would leverage an existing cellular network to deploy broadband at an estimated incremental cost of $150 per line.
