Mountainous Terrain Designated Highways Map
Pursuant to Colorado statute, 42-4-1901, school buses traveling on highways designated as mountainous terrain shall either not occupy the front row of seats and seats located next to emergency doors or the bus shall be equipped with a retarder.
We have enclosed a map showing the state and federal highways by terrain type (plains and cities, rolling, and mountainous) as established by the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) based on national standards.
For county roads, please check with the CDOT regional office near you.

Please make sure your drivers are properly trained on the safe operation of the retarder, especially when operating on icy road conditions.

The enclosure should be placed in Section F of the Colorado School Transportation Administrator's Manual.  Please mark off TR-32-03F on the Check List page at the front of the manual.
