	Report on Wellness Policy or SB04-103 Vending Implementation 

	Adams 1 (Mapleton) 
	Wellness committee in place for 2 years. No fried chips, vending over 50% healthy offerings

Adams 1 SD has no soda machines in any of their schools as of fall 2005. Replaced milk cartons with new 8oz plastic bottles of white and flavored milk on the main meal lines.

	Adams 12 5 Star SD
	Developed a Sensible Snack program which includes baked chips and juice. Focusing on controlling portion size of items offered. The district has a committee.

	Alamosa SD
	Soda has been eliminated from vending machines. This is a school board approved policy. Implementing new look of school milk. Nutrition services developed a logo utilizing the district mascot for water bottles and provide water for faculty events and for students to purchase.

	Archuleta 50 SD
Pagosa Springs
	Only offer juice and water in addition to milk served at meals at the elementary. Has discussed wellness policy requirement with superintendent. 30 to 50% a la carte items healthier option. Estimate 80-90% compliance with SB 103 guidelines.

	Aurora 28J
	District surveyed principals to see what is in place in each school building. Will use survey results to help develop wellness policy. Coke contract expires in June 2005. March school board passed a policy for healthier items offered in elementary and middle schools. Implementing new look of school milk. Allowing two slots for healthier options in high school vending. Munch and Move Health Committee—going to be offering suggestions for being physically active on school monthly menus. PE teachers are developing messages. The district is offering baked potatoes versus French fries at the high schools.  Adopted New Look of School Milk program, replaced cartons with new 8oz plastic bottles of white and flavored milk on the main meal lines.

	Boulder SD
	There is a school board approved K-12 Health Policy. Middle school criteria include limiting snack items to 25% fat and 10% saturated fat. Black Jack Pizza, a Colorado company has worked to develop a pizza that will meet these requirements. They have taste tested the lower fat versions of sausage and pepperoni with students. Pizza’s use low-fat cheese, turkey pepperoni and chicken sausage.  Adopted New Look of School Milk Program for all schools, replaced cartons with new 8oz plastic white and flavored milk on the main meal line, will merchandise new plastic milk bottles in new got milk glass front merchandiser coolers. 

	Brighton 27 J SD
	District renewed Pepsi contract last year—it is in contract that the district will comply with SB04-103 

The district is utilizing the low fat, lower sodium versions of Black Jack Pizza. The district has formed their wellness committee and held one meeting.

	Brush SD
	A letter was sent to the board regarding the wellness policy requirement. 75% of vended items are healthy items. Key issues in community. One elementary established school party guidelines. The district adopted a policy on vending based on SB 103.

	Cherry Creek SD
	Elementary and Middle have addressed vending, the high schools are moving forward. Nutrition services have implemented a SMART meal program at all middle schools and some high schools. Deep fat fryers have been eliminated. Nutrition services developed a series of posters to provide nutrition education messages on fruits and vegetables, limiting added sugar and fat in food consumption. Adopted New Look of School Milk program in all schools, replaced cartons with 8oz plastic single serve of white and flavored milk on the main meal lines, merchandising new plastic milk bottles in new got milk merchandiser coolers.

	Delta SD
	50% or less healthy. District has begun talking about wellness policy requirement.

	Denver Public Schools
	Board adopted recommendations: ALL food and beverages restricted to foods no more than 40% calories from fat, 10% calories from sat. fat and less than 34 % total weight in sugar. Effective January 2006. Implemented New Look of School Milk on the main meal lines in secondary schools, replaced cartons with 8oz plastic, merchandising milk in got milk glass front merchandiser coolers. 	Division of Youth Ser.
	No vending or a la carte available.1 hour of exercise is required daily. Facilities control all food offered.

	Douglas County SD
	Implemented New Look of School Milk on the main meal and ala carte lines, replaced cartons with 8oz plastic in elementary schools and 10oz plastic in secondary schools, merchandises milk in got milk glass front merchandiser coolers, 50% increase in reimbursable meals with the milk program change.  School meal participation is up in high school. The district is offering a lower fat pizza.

	Eagle SD
	Wellness guidelines for food service, vending individual schools. No wellness committee.

	Eaton SD
	District has contract with Pepsi. The district has a wellness committee but food service is not represented on the committee. Each school independently controls offerings.

	Elizabeth SD
	Thinking about policy requirement.

	Estes Park SD
	Each school has their own Coke contract. The district is looking at combining into one contract for all schools. Looking at 50% healthy. Some items offered in middle school a la carte have been changed. There is no vending or a la carte offered in the Elementary.

	Fairplay SD
	Adopted SB 103 vending policy and guidelines. Passed a health resolution. Increased offerings of physical education and nutrition education. CSAP sores increased in 2004-05 SY. Received an award for CSAP improvement from CDE.

	Falcon SD
	Superintendent is aware of requirement.

	Fort Lupton
	Implemented New Look of School Milk

	Fort Morgan SD
	Supt. wary of wellness policy requirement. Vending is only offered at the high school. More healthy snacks are being offered. One machine 100% healthy snacks. Student sales are up on healthier snacks. No a la carte in middle school. There is a Coke contract at the elementary. The district does not have a wellness committee. 

	Fremont SD-Canon  C.
	School district did not renew pouring contract. 50% beverages healthier options.  Have a draft of wellness policy. Implemented New Look of School Milk program,  10oz plastic in secondary schools, milk merchandised in got milk merchandiser coolers. 

	Garfield Rifle SD
	District is in its 3rd year of Coke contract. They are in the beginning stages of putting together a wellness policy

	Gilpin SD
	Passed a policy that breakfast be offered, vended and a la carte items meet the SB 103 recommendation; and at least one healthy option be offered at school concessions. Working on developing the district wellness policy. Using CASB policy and now working on details for each section.

	Harrison SD 
Colorado Springs
	Formed a district task force in November 2004. Have a 25 member committee made up of representatives across the district. Selected a district facilitator, established ground rules, assigned sub-committees to work on policy development. Have joined with Academy SD and Colorado Springs SD to work cooperatively on school health environment issues. Have plans to involve other districts in the county.

	Jefferson CO SD
	District Health Committee comprised of a wide variety of people, including RN’s, RD’s and PE. There is a movement to get understanding of tiered items. Not much vending at elementary and middle school levels. Only baked chips are offered at the elementary level. The district nutrition services developed a year long campaign to promote, fruits, vegetables, grains and calcium rich foods to students.

	Kersey SD
	Has not done much to address wellness policy. Considering implementing recess before lunch. The CSH committee is working on wellness policy.

	Lewis Palmer SD
	District has a Coke contract. There is vending in the middle and high, have some juices offered as choices

	Littleton & Sheridan  
	Littleton SD has Coke contract and haven’t yet attempted to address wellness policy. 

	Manitou Springs SD
	Currently only offer water and juice at the elementary. Removed all soda products in elementary. Vending products offered in high school are 75% healthy. Exceed SB 103 requirements. Going to listen to wellness teleseminar before developing plan to move forward. Two years left on Coke contract.

	Meeker SD
	District has a Coke contract. A la carte is offered only at the high school, no lunch, no guidelines. No a la carte is available at the elementary.

	Mesa 51 SD
	A district wellness team is in place and there are coordinated school health teams in schools. The district is in the process of forming a committee that will write the wellness policy based on information gathered from district stakeholders. There are 3 years left on the district’s Pepsi contract.  

	Montrose SD
	No vending available in elementary. Re-vamped a la carte offerings to meet 50% healthy criteria per SB 103

	Poudre SD
	School Board adopted CASB sample policy for SB103. 50% of all items have to be healthy. Have met and are beginning to work on wellness policy.

	Pueblo 60 SD
	District has 6 more years on Coke contract. District has health advisory committee and is a CSH District. The student snack offerings were modified 4 or 5 years ago. The district still offers healthier snack items. The district has @ 20 breakfasts in the classroom schools. Implemented New Look of School Milk in one middle school with 10oz plastic single serves.

	Pueblo 70 SD
	The board adopted a policy to comply with SB 103 but the policy has not yet been implemented in schools.

	St. Vrain SD
	March 23 presenting plan for implementing nutrition education to school board, revamped a la carte and vending, a principal’s committee was involved in vending. 3/23 meeting will solicit individuals interested to participate in developing a wellness policy. Established a SNAC committee. The SNAC committee developed a la carte guidelines and re-vamped meals. No products with caffeine are offered. The district cut a la carte offerings by 80%. Implemented New Look of School Milk program in all schools, replaced cartons with 8oz plastic single serve in elementary schools and 10oz plastic in secondary schools, white and flavored milk on the main meal lines and ala carte lines, milk merchandised in new glass front got milk cooler merchandisers. 

	Steamboat SD
	Haven’t addressed vending or wellness policy yet. Implemented New Look of School Milk in all schools, replaced cartons with plastic single serves on main meal lines and ala carte lines, will merchandise in got milk glass front merchandiser coolers.

	Sterling SD
	District has a Coke contract.

	Summit SD
	Wellness policies for 2 years. Vending—used student focus groups and taste testing to select items that would be offered. Students selected 10 less healthful items and the rest of items more healthy offerings. The district is forming a committee to address the Section 204 wellness policy requirement. This is a CSH district.

	Thompson SD
	Nutrition Services Director in charge of coordinating development of wellness policy. Director introduced wellness policy requirement at March school board meeting. Some resistance to establishing wellness policy.

	Walsenburg SD
	Vending in high school is 50% healthy according to SB 103.

	Weld 6 Greeley Evans 
	Working on CSH model and incorporating in goals. District has a committee. Coke representative is on committee. The district has a Coke contract. They have started working on wellness policy. Snack suggestions developed for elementary. High school offers baked chips. No a la carte in middle or elementary schools. FS director increased the a la carte pricing on Coke snack products. Has seen a decrease in a la carte sales and an increase in reimbursable meals. Implementing New Look of School Milk in all schools, replaced cartons with 8oz plastic single serves of white and flavored on the main meals lines. Milk merchandised in new got milk merchandiser coolers. 

	Widefield SD
	NO school lunch program at high school. All a la carte. Have cut back on Little Debbie products offered at other schools

	Windsor SD
	Haven’t started addressing yet
