Discussion

· Jennifer Mello – discussion with EDAC about proposed legislation.  Jennifer discussed the climate of the legislature this election year and how this may impact education bills up for discussion.  There were some areas that Jennifer thinks may be a focus of legislation; READ Grant Program, Computer Science Professional Development, and an Accountability System.  Other areas might include, concurrent enrollment, teacher shortages, using accountability to incentivize districts through offering arts classes or having more rigorous graduation requirements, concealed handguns, BEST funds from marijuana, funding for full day kindergarten, removing assessment participation penalties, and tracking military enlistments.  Quite a bit of time was spent on a question and answer session between members and Jennifer.  Such topics as citizenship tests, required EL training before re-licensing, program evaluation, school readiness, importance of accountability and getting local lobbyist involved at the local level.

	ADA-104 Industry Recognized Credential Data Collection
	Dan Jorgensen

	Overview:  The collected data will be used to supplement current matriculation accountability data.  It will provide a more complete picture of district/school matriculation rates by including data not currently accessible via data submission.

	Discussion:  There were some concerns 
· This is an additional collection that involves several data points that are already collected through the pipeline (School Code, Year, SASID, Last Name, First Name, Middle Name). 

· By asking for a redundancy in work it negates the purpose of the pipeline and greatly increases the data burden on the districts.

· Collecting information via excel leaves the data prone to errors.  For us this could be several hundred students that are manually entered.  Buy-in would be very difficult to find. 

· Certificates often happen at the end of a program or after the student has left.  This would be a tremendous time and data burden for schools and central office to track down this data.   

· Four pages of codes is to many.  This is a barrier to quality data entry as it is unlikely someone will go through all four pages to find the correct code. 

Dan Jorgensen explained that this survey is optional and there is no expectation to track a student once he/she leaves the district.  Norm Alerta thought that if it is part of Infinite Campus then it may be better in following the students but if it is not in a data system it may be hard to keep track of.  Dan thought that some of this might be challenging.  The discussion with EDAC centered on that it is important information for those districts requesting it and support collecting it.  Dan would like this to go into the End of Year collection in the future.  This would be data for last year.  Dan also wants to see if any certificates may be missing from the list.

	CGA-236 Colorado’s Computer Science Education (CSed) Grants for Teachers Program
	Anna Young

	Overview:  The main purpose of the grant is to promote intensive, high-quality professional learning activities that focus on increasing teachers’ computer science content knowledge. This grant program exists to promote the postsecondary education of eligible teachers who teach or wish to teach computer science in public schools.

	Discussion: David asked about some language about carryover in the grant.  Jan had some small edits.  Janet Dinnen asked as a representative of CSI, if individual charter schools can be included in this grant.  There was some concern about the amount of $10,000 to grantees.  EDAC thought that this seems like a small amount and the grant may not get a large response.

	PSF-101 Colorado Preschool Program Annual Report and Reapplication
	Heidi McCaslin

	Overview: C.R.S. 22-28-112 Reports to legislative committees. Based upon evaluations of district preschool programs, the department shall make a preliminary report to joint budget committee and to the house and senate committees on education in January of 1990 on the implementation of the state preschool program and shall make a report in January of 1991 and each January thereafter on the effectiveness of the program.  The department is authorized to request from any participating school district such information and data as may be necessary to make such reports.
Although the Governor vetoed the long bill footnotes, the Department was requested to include in its annual budget request information concerning the Colorado preschool program.  This included whether or not each district contracted for preschool services with community providers.

A memorandum of understanding has been signed between the Colorado Department of Human Services and the Colorado Department of Education indicating that CDE will provide the amount of qualified CPP funds that can be certified during the upcoming fiscal year as eligible State Match for the Child Care and Development Matching Funds.

	Discussion: EDAC had a discussion on this collection on what schools are eligible?  Heidi will clarify what schools are eligible.   Jan Petro had some small edits.

	TAL-102 Early Childhood Special Education Survey Professional Learning and Technical Needs
	Marcia Blum/Floyd Cobb

	Overview: The survey provides a standardized format for Child Find Coordinators to indicate what training, technical assistance, support, and professional development they need from CDE.  This information has been collected through training and technical assistance and event evaluations in the past few years.  We need a more structured and standardized process for collecting this information so that we develop the most responsive technical assistance possible and efficient use of federal funds.  Federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) funds support a variety of state delivered technical assistance and training efforts for local child find and preschool special education personnel.  Many of these offerings are designed specifically to support Administrative Units to meet compliance and performance requirements for the State Performance Plan under IDEA.

	Discussion: There were no concerns with this collection.  Members were impressed with the nearly 100% return rate.

	FAC-101 HB-10-1274
	Judy Stirman

	Overview: HB 10-1274 requires districts to be notified of students who have been identified as at risk to self or community and who are transitioning from a treating agency into the district.  It requires information about the student to be shared and a transition plan developed.  It also requires the collection of data regarding these students and an annual report to the house and senate education committees.

Changes in the data collection process since the last presentation to EDAC:

Rather than having the Child Welfare Education Liaison complete the entire data form, we have designed the required notification/invitation form to include all needed information.  The treating agency will complete the top portion of the form and send it to the Child Welfare Education Liaison.  St the time the transition plan is developed. The Child Welfare Education Liaison will complete the lower portion of the form and send the completed form to CDE.  CDE will look the student up by SASID number in the Facility Schools Student Data System (FSSDS) or contact the treating agency if the student in not enrolled in FSSDS to populate the remaining required data fields.  CDE will aggregate the information and develop the report which will be sent to the house and senate education committees and made available to approved facility schools, school districts, the state Charter School Institute and the Department of Human Services.  

	Discussion: In 2016-17 EDAC did not approve of this collection because of privacy concerns.  This year the facilities unit has instituted the use of Syncplicity as a means to transmit personally identifiable information between facilities and CDE.  This change was welcome by EDAC.  Judy highlighted for EDAC the various data systems and documents utilized by the Office of Facility Schools.  EDAC agreed with the recommendation that it review in the next few months the Approved Facility Schools Report as well as the Graduation Application.

	Overview: The Behavioral Health Care Professional Matching Grant Program is designed to provide matching funds to eligible education providers to enhance the presence of school health professionals in secondary schools (grades 7-12) to facilitate better prevention education, screening for early identification, and referral care coordination for secondary school students with substance abuse and other behavioral health needs. The Behavioral Health Care Professional Matching Grant Program is pursuant to C.R.S. 22-96-101 through 22-96-105.

	Discussion: EDAC would like to combine, the next time this grant is submitted, to include the grant and the reporting into one collection.  EDAC wanted language to make sure that no PII is transferred in the Narrative.  Mario said that this would be included in training.
