	CGA-222 School Bullying Prevention and Education Grant Program
	Kim Burnham

	Overview: Bullying affects thousands of students each year. Although prevalence rates vary from study to study, around 30% of students report being a part of bullying as either a victim or perpetrator. Involvement in bullying, regardless of one’s role, can have lasting negative consequences including decreased academic achievement, increased likelihood of dropping out of school, depression, and anxiety. Reducing the frequency of bullying in schools is a complex endeavor that often requires team-driven shared leadership utilizing family, school, and community involvement. Implementing evidence-based bullying prevention best practices gives all stakeholders the best chance to provide lasting improvements to stop bullying.

Colorado schools hold many responsibilities in providing quality academic and behavioral skills development to their students. Many schools find it financially difficult to provide students with social, emotional, and behavioral best practices. This can lead to gaps in student skills that then negatively affect the culture and safety of schools.
The Colorado School Bullying Prevention and Education Grant Program is authorized by C.R.S. 22-93-101 to provide funding to reduce the frequency of bullying incidents. This includes:

1) Implementing evidence-based bullying prevention practices with fidelity; 

2) Family and community involvement in school bullying prevention strategies; and

3) Adopting specific policies concerning bullying education and prevention.

	Overview: he purpose of the EARSS program’s 18-month Restorative Practices grant is to fund start-up grants or expansion grants to help eligible applicants:

1)
Utilize a planning process to start up and pilot services, or expand RP;

2)
Implement Restorative Discipline Practices, based on the principals of Restorative Justice, where RP has not yet been implemented; or

3)
Expand existing Restorative Practices where RP already in place by providing additional resources to:

a.
replicate in additional schools, and/or

b.
increase the number of students served, and/or 

c.
increase the number of trained staff, and

4)
Increase the grantee’s internal capacity to institutionalize RP as the norm for responding to student misbehavior, when appropriate, and thereby eventual transform a school’s culture and climate from one of more punitive discipline (if this exists), to one of supportive discipline, and (align to statute)

5)
Decrease the number of exclusionary disciplinary actions by utilizing RP as an alternate to suspensions and expulsions, and

6)
If utilizing RP with truants and their families, to re-engage students in their learning and resume regular school attendance.

	DMC-116 Colorado READ Act Data Collection

	Overview:  (The Colorado Read Act) requires each local education provider to annually report to the department information necessary to determine a) the prevalence of significant reading deficiencies among students in kindergarten and first through third grades; b) whether students who have significant reading deficiencies and who advance to the next grade level attain reading competency and, if so, at what grade level; c) whether students who have significant reading deficiencies and who do not advance to the next grade level attain reading competency within the school year during which they do not advance; d) whether students who have significant reading deficiencies and who do not advance to the next grade level attain reading competency at a lower grade level than those students who do not advance; and e) whether students who have significant reading deficiencies continue to advance to the next grade level despite having a continuing significant reading deficiency and the degree to which local education providers are recommending that said students do not advance; and f) if per pupil funds were received the local education provider must describe (1) how funds were utilized (full-day kindergarten program, summer school literacy program, tutoring services or other intervention services) and (2)  the number and grade levels of students who participated in each of the types of services provided.

Additionally, school and district performance ratings will include the percentage of students identified for a READ plan who subsequently score at a proficient level on the state assessment of reading.

	Discussion:  This collection came to EDAC in April and was approved.  After it was approved there were some changes asking to define what funds were being used for regarding per pupil intervention.  It asks that monies should be targeted to scientifically based or evidence based intervention services.  Dropdown responses were added to the collection to meet this requirement.

	Overview: CDE was awarded a five-year $10 million grant from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) called Project AWARE (Advancing Wellness and Resiliency in Education). Project AWARE aims to build the state and participating district’s infrastructure and capacity for a comprehensive school behavioral health services system. District partners include Aurora Public Schools, Fountain-Fort Carson and Thompson School District. SAMHSA requires grantee states to implement a project evaluation in partnership with CDE.

Numerous instruments for the evaluation are required by SAMHSA including: (1) the Activities Inventory and Core Staff Questionnaire; (2) Local Educational Agency (LEA) Collaborative Partner Survey and Expanded School Mental Health Collaboration Instrument; (3) and the Teacher Mental Health Literacy Survey. A student Focus Group is scheduled for 2016-17.

In addition, SAMSHA would like secondary data collected using a Teacher Survey Data Abstraction Protocol and a Student Survey Data Abstraction Protocol.

Although the evaluation is required to be reported to SAMHSA, the results of the evaluation will help CDE and the LEAs in data-driven decision-making and planning as the project matures. The evaluation will also provide documentation that may be useful to other school districts that want to implement a similar project.
