	General Business
· October Meeting Minutes – Approved
· Data Pipeline Advisory Committee – Resource guide for October Count by the FAST Team not useful.  Changes in resource guide causing problems in the October submission due to poorly written sections and conflicting information.   110 pages very confusing the guide may be too large.  

· EDAC Report – Sent to State Board and Education Committees of the state legislature for review.
· EDAC Sunset – DORA has recommend that the EDAC legislation continue in statute and will make the recommendation to the state legislature.
· Waiving collections – District that is recommending this will be presenting to the State Board of Education in December. EDAC will follow this request.
· CRDC may open in late January – CRDC use CDE data to prepopulate a large portion of this collection if the district approves.  Members were asked if CDE should zero fill fields for zero tolerance policy and corporal punishment.  EDAC agreed this would assist districts.
· K-3 Reading Policy Impact Study now moving out to the districts.  This collection might have an emergency review.

Discussion

· Federal Consolidation Application Draft and Questions – You will only need to fill out the areas in the application where you plan on applying for funding.  CDE is continuing work on the Consolidated Application System with a goal to complete by February 2017.  Allocations will change next year.  Please give feedback to Lynn Bamberry.
· Data Center Upgrade – An OCR complaint is preventing new data from being added to Data Center until ADA standards are upgraded on the CDE web.  The complaint centers on State Education Departments needing sites to comply for disabled people with low vision.  
· Privacy – The privacy discussion began with a timeline of when, by law, benchmarks must be met in the state, including timelines CDE needs to meet to give LEPs assistance in meeting the privacy law.  It was asked to use EDAC as a guide and resource going forward for privacy.  Members agreed to serve in this role.
· Summer Snapshot – EDAC had a discussion about having a snapshot collected at the end of the summer.  After EDAC this discussion continued with the Data Pipeline Users Group.  It was decided that this was a data burden and it was better to take this from the Student End of Year in September instead.  EDAC was asked if CDE could use/share the September 15th initially approved files for various purposes (accountability, CDHE, READ, Student Course Participation and Progress.) Members agreed as long as the data being used was students and related demographics.
· Data pulls for SBDs currently occur twice from untagged student files. EDAC discussed pulling from the October Count for SBD for districts without untagged files.  It was offered that the best pull for SBDs were from the interchanges.  A suggestion was made that perhaps CDE could give districts a choice.

	CGA-163 Adult Education and Literacy Grant Program
	Kim Burnham

	Overview:  Research indicates that increased educational and skills attainment is a proven pathway out of poverty. It is also known that post-secondary education and credential attainment are increasingly central to a person’s ability to earn a family sustaining wage, participate more fully in Colorado’s workforce and contribute to the state’s economic health and vitality. Yet a significant percentage of the state’s working age population lacks a high-school diploma or its equivalent; and many of these individuals do not have the basic literacy or numeracy skills to be prepared for participation in post-secondary education and the workforce. In order for Colorado to address these concerns and meet its workforce, educational attainment, and poverty-reduction goals, the state must support the critical role that adult education plays in Colorado’s Talent Development system.

	Discussion:  EDAC asked that this collection align the evaluation requirements.
