Including in this process are determinations made of the state and local educational agencies (administrative units) that address Indicators defined by the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP).  OSEP has moved to a performance-based focus on student outcomes.  Specifically, the Office of Special Education Programs has posted this statement to their website, "OSERS Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) has taken new steps to help close the achievement gap for students with disabilities by moving away from a one-size-fits-all, compliance-focused approach to a more balanced system that looks at how well students are beign educated in addition to continued efforts to protect their rights."

Included in this process are determinations made of the state and local educational agencies (administrative units) that address 18 indicators defined by the Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP).  This collection reflects a shift in process to self-assessment and reporting by the administrative units in partnership with the ESSU to ensure compliance in IEP-related activities while placing primary focus on performance-based outcomes and indicators. 

Of the 182 required elements for the IEP process, this collection will only require that the Aus provide self-audit results for the 52 of those items.  These elements are determined to be most closely aligned to factors impacting the student's growth and progress in reaching grade level standards.  However, all 182 items will remain available to the AU Director so s/he can use the tool to evaluate new staff, train the IEP process, and/or use as a tool to monitor growth for staff that show weakness in conducting compliant IEP-related activities.  Dashboards summarize the status of the AU in those elements required for submission as well as the status of specific IEP sections on all IEP sections.  AUs are then be able to provide training to their staff in areas of weakness or request assistance from the ESSU's Result Driven Accountability teams through the Continuous Improvement Process.
