	Overview:  The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 requires that states allocate resources for intensive and sustained support to schools and districts designated as in need of improvement.  These are reallocated funds for Title I schools so that they can engage in activities that support their increased use of data to adjust and improve instruction. The purpose of this grant is to provide additional funds to Title I schools so that they can engage in activities that support their increased use of data to adjust and improve instruction.  The expected outcome of this grant is for educators to become more effective in adjusting instruction for students to promote better outcomes for students and/or develop systems for the monitoring of implementation benchmarks.

	DMC-116 Colorado Read Act Collection

	Overview: House Bill 12-1238 (The Colorado READ Act) requires each local education provider to annually report to the department information necessary to determine a) the prevalence of significant reading deficiencies among students in kindergarten and first through third grades; b) whether students who have significant reading deficiencies and who advance to the next grade level attain reading competency and, if so, at what grade level; c) whether students who have significant reading deficiencies and who do not advance to the next grade level attain reading competency within the school year during which they do not advance; d) whether student who have significant reading deficiencies and who do not advance to the next grade level attain reading competency at a lower grade level than those students who do advance; and e) whether students who have significant reading deficiencies continue to advance to the nect grade level despite having a continuing significant reading deficiency and the degree to which local education providers are recommending that said students do not advance; and f) if per pupil funds were received the local education provider must describe (1) how funds were utilized and (2) the number and grade levels of students who participated in each of the types of services provided.
