Every two years, CDE is requested to respond to the School District Review Program (SDRP) conducted by the U.S. Census Bureau to validate the school district boundaries.  The review program is of vital importance for Colorado’s allocation under Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act.  As per CRS 22.30.101-106, districts should already have notified CDE of any boundary changes, but we would like to take this opportunity to verify the boundaries on file.  The last review conducted by CDE of this nature was in 2007.

Both an online map and a District by County file will need to be reviewed and either updated or confirmed as accurate by the District Mapping Coordinator.  The deadline to submit updates or confirm accuracy will be Monday, October 3rd.    The current district mapping coordinators can be found in a list at: http://www.cde.state.co.us/index_stats.htm, as well as a copy of this letter and the Districts by County file mentioned below. If the coordinator information needs to be updated, please email Annette Severson at severson_a@cde.state.co.us with the correct information as soon as possible.  
To review and check the boundaries online, please go to: http://www.census.gov/geo/www/maps/pl10_map_suite/st08_sch_dist.html.  From here, you will select the county/counties in which your district resides.  If the district resides in multiple counties, you will need to review each county map.  To ensure your district is properly placed in the correct county/counties, please also review the list of Districts by County file at:  Districts by County.   If your district should only be in one county, please ensure your district is not listed in 2 or more counties by mistake the Districts by County file.  

Again, both the Districts by County file and online map must be checked.  On or before Monday, October 3rd, an email must be sent to Annette Severson at severson_a@cde.state.co.us that indicates either:

1. Both the online map and Districts by County file are correct and accurate

2. The online map is correct, but a change is needed in the Districts by County file and this change is provided within the email.

3. The Districts by County file is correct but the online map needs to be updated.  To provide an update for the online map you may do one of the following:

a. print the map, mark the changes and fax to 303-866-6888 OR
b. copy the map into a drawing or painting tool, mark the changes and send via email to  severson_a@cde.state.co.us
4. Both the online map and the District by County file need an update.  Both updates are provided either via email or fax (see 2 and 3 for directions).
