	Overview:  this SBD collection provides districts with the opportunity to review and update student biographical data associated with the science and social studies assessments.  This data is used in state and federal reports by many departments across CDE.  Reports that use this data include:  EdFacts Reports and District and School Performance Frameworks.  The data is also used in assessment reports that are provided by the assessment vendor to the districts.

	Discussion:  There were some concerns about privacy for homeless and free and reduced lunch students.  Since the data is going to Pearson from the student interchanges, EDAC would like CDE to ensure that Pearson would not have the ability to see this information and agreements are in place that this information cannot be used elsewhere by the vendor.

	Discussion:  The Colorado Department of Higher Education presented to EDAC their plans on generating remediation reports and asked EDAC what their thoughts were on how the reports should be presented.  There was a discussion on cohorts and how it would be reported along with reporting graduates vs. completers.  A discussion was started about how to report ASCENT students because it impact the four year cohort, yet those students graduate with both a high school diploma and a degree from a community college.  EDAC thought that is might be nice to see that the reports look like side by side with the graduates and the completers.

	DPSE-117 Technical Assistance Needs Assessment:  Alternative Education Campuses and Programs

	Overview:  In conversations with individuals at CDE and other organizations that support alternative education in Colorado, it was determined that a needs assessment has never been conducted to determine differentiated needs of schools and programs that support at-risk students. 	Project SERV (Immediate Services Grant) Funding

	Overview: Project SERV funding to Support Learning Environments Disrupted by September, 2013, Colorado Floods is pursuant to the Safe and Drug-Free Schools and Community Act.  This program funds short-term, education-related services for local educational agencies (LEAs) to help them recover from a violent or traumatic event in which the learning environment has been disrupted.  The short-term grant is called Immediate Services grant and is the grant awarded to Colorado.  This application is to be used only by a school district that has had its learning environment disrupted by September, 2013, Colorado flooding, and is applying for Project SERV (School Emergency Response to Violence) funds to support education-related services.
