	Overview:  This request for Application (RFA) is designed to award funds to eligible Local Education Agencies (LEAs) to offer supplemental funds to address staffing instability that has contributed to low student growth.  The purpose of Title II, Part A funds is to increase student academic achievement by improving teacher and principal quality.  This particular grant requires LEA's to utilize the online Self-Assessment for a Healthy Human Capital System as a means to assess an LEA's readiness and develop strategies to address needs or refine best practices.  LEAs are required to complete, at minimum, all domains within each selected strategy but are encouraged to complete the entire self-assessment.  This tool is designed to assist districts in identifying areas of weakness in human capital system that may be contributing to staffing instability.  The theory of action is that activities based on a needs assessment that is completed using this tool will lead to improved educator effectiveness and ultimately result in accelerated student growth.
