Primary Disability Code 07

Primary Disability code 07, while phased out over the last few years, is to be officially removed as of June 30, 2016 as specified in bill HB11-1277 Statutory Changes to Eligibility Categories in order to better align Colorado with federal IDEA definitions.  The broad category of Physical Disability was divided into 4 distinct definition categories- Traumatic Brain Injury, Autism Spectrum Disorder, Orthopedic Impairment, and Other Health Impaired.

FIELD ADDED

Exit Code Type 05 
Add the new exit code type of 05 to the Special Education Participation File which would indicate student is exiting to a school located in another country.  Because this type of exit would always overlap between a Special Education exit and a school exit, the code was requested by Special Education Data Respondents in order to align with Student Interchange exit codes/SIS systems.  Special Education exit type 14 will then indicate an out of state exit only.

	Transfer to a school located in a different country – A student who transfers to a public school located in another country.  This transfer must be documented by a parent signature or an administrator signature confirming the family communicated they were leaving the country.

	Transfer to a School Located in a Different State/Country – A student who transfers to a public school located in another state or country.  This transfer must be documented by either an education records request from the receiving school, a signed confirmation of enrollment and attendance, or an official confirmation of emigration from a federal agency.


CEIS File Added 

A new file was added to track students receiving federally funded Coordinated Early Intervening Services. Administrative Units that chose or were required to use up to 15 percent of their IDEA: Part B funds for Coordinated Early Intervening Services, and had an approved Federal Application Narrative for the use of those funds are required to report those students to the state. These students have not yet been identified as having a disability so they are not receiving Special Education Services (though may later be referred). Prior to this, CEIS records were submitted through Sped EOY and certain edits were modified each year to accommodate those AUs. Going forward, it seems more efficient for those AUs providing CEIS to submit a separate file to track these students.
