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The Teacher Student Data Link is a data collection that links the students to courses and instructors (if available) for the reported school year. Districts report students and their courses in the TSDL Course Enrollment file and the teachers in the TSDL Course Instructor file which is then combined and linked through the TSDL snapshot.  CDE relies on the TSDL data for the following reporting requirements: student course participation and achievement report, migrant student tracking/reporting, educator preparation program outcomes, and prepopulating the Office of Civil Rights (OCR) report.

What is the State Standard Course Code? 
The Statewide Standard Course Code (SSCC) system exists to map local course codes to a common course code system to provide comparability across the state.  The common course code system used is the School Courses for the Exchange of Data (SCED).  The SSCC system is used to load a single file containing course code mappings by the LEAs, which must be completed prior to uploading the TSDL course enrollment and TSDL course instructor files. Which students must be included in the course enrollment file?
All 6th through 12th grade students enrolled in a mathematics, English language arts/literacy, science, and/or social studies course for 6 weeks or more.
Also, all 8th – 12th grade migrant students enrolled in any course for 6 weeks or more.  These students must also have their credits granted reported for each course. 
Are online students reported?

Yes, the 6th through 12th grade students enrolled in a mathematics, English language arts/literacy, science, and/or social studies course for 6 weeks or more in an online setting should also be reported.  The teachers would also be reported, if they are district or BOCES staff. 

Are homeschool students reported?

No, homeschool students should not be included in the file. 

A 6th grade student is enrolled in a 7th grade math class, what grade level is reported?

Since the student is in the 6th grade level and assessed for 6th grade, the grade level would also be reported as 6th grade for this record in the Course Enrollment record.

If a migrant student fails or drops a class, how would the credits granted be reported?

If the migrant student is between 8th-12th grades and enrolled in the class for 6 weeks or more receiving no credit, the credits granted would be coded as 0 or 0.0 in the course enrollment file.

Which teachers must be reported in the course instructor file?

All teachers employed by a district or BOCES who are teaching a mathematics, English language arts/literacy, science, and/or social studies course for 6 weeks or more within the reporting district or BOCES must be reported in the course instructor file.
A class is not being taught by staff employed in this district (i.e. community college course), how do we report the class in the Course Instructor file?

In this case, the teacher would not be reported as they are not employed by the reporting district or BOCES; this means the teacher and class would not be included in the Course Instructor file. The TSDL snapshot will show no instructor information for that course, but it will not cause an error.

Why would the reported instructor not be included in the TSDL snapshot reports, even though the record was included in the TSDL course instructor file?

The school code, local course code, section and term must all match between the TSDL course enrollment and the TSDL course instructor files. If one or more of those codes do not match, only the course enrollment record would be pulled into the TSDL snapshot.  To correct this issue, the course instructor record would be updated to have all fields match the course enrollment record: school code, local course code, section and term.
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
