Project Plans must be approved.  After approval, CDE will request a signed certification and assurance form.  

Terms to include:
1. The Board will agree to the required state certifications and assurances.

2. The applicant will annually provide the Colorado Department of Education such information as may be required to determine if the project plan is being implemented and if the schools are making satisfactory progress toward achieving the goals of the grant.  This includes participation in evaluations or studies and the submission of an annual progress report demonstrating that the selected program/curriculum is providing satisfactory results.
3. The district and school(s) will work with the CDE technical assistance consultant to identify gaps, identify appropriate research-based strategies to fill those gaps, prioritize needs for resources and develop a dropout prevention plan.

4. Staff will be represented at the regional trainings during the five-year grant period.

5. School staff will participate in web-based trainings throughout the grant period.

6. Participate in a minimum of 1-2 (one for capacity building sites, two for systems change sites) site visits per year.

7. School(s) will participate in periodic technical assistance calls.

8. Staff will participate in quarterly networking meetings.

9. The school will not discriminate against anyone regarding race, gender, national origin, color, disability or age.
10. Funded projects will maintain appropriate fiscal and program records and that fiscal audits of this program will be conducted by the fiscal agents of the eligible schools as a part of their regular audits.
11. If any findings of misuse of these funds are discovered, project funds will be returned to CDE.
12. The grantee will maintain sole responsibility for the project even though subcontractors may be used to perform certain services.
