Background

This Request for Proposal (RFP) is designed to distribute funds to qualified applicants pursuant to Title II-
D, of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), as amended by the No Child Left Behind Act of
2001 along with the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009, to improve student
achievement through the use of technology in elementary and secondary schools. The Enhancing
Education Through Technology (EETT) program supports school districts and/or consortia of school
districts and state-wide initiatives to improve teaching and learning through the substantial, innovative
integration of educational technology and information literacy into their educational practices.

The EETT Grant Program capitalizes on the prior work of Educational Technology and Information
Literacy (ET-IL) planning by supporting the development and implementation of strategies to improve
the use of technology and information resources to advance student learning. The EETT Grant Program
seeks direct connections to district ET-IL plans, as well as to provide support for educators.

Approximately $2.1 million is available to successful grantees to expend on authorized purposes during
the implementation period of July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011.

The Grants Fiscal award documents will identify the CFDA number and the State Grant Code that will
identify the funding source required in tracking these funds.

Eligible Applicants

Only eligible local entities may receive EETT competitive grant funds. An eligible local entity is either a
“high-need Local Education Agency (LEA)”, or an “eligible local partnership.” Whether the award is
made to a “high need local educational agency” or an “eligible local partnership,” the focus of the grant
must be on addressing the needs of the high-need LEA. Please see Attachment A for a complete listing
of eligible LEAs.

A “high need local education agency” is defined as a LEA:
1) Is among those LEAs in the state with the highest numbers or percentages of children from
families with incomes below the poverty line; AND
2) Serves one or more schools identified for “Improvement” or “Corrective Action” under
section 1116 of the ESEA; OR
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3) Has a substantial need for assistance in acquiring and using technology. A substantial need
may exist if a school district experiences a rapid growth in number of students with little
increase in educational technology funding or the lack of educational technology policy has
allowed a school district’s technology to be so outdated that a significant investment in
technology is needed to get the school district ready to teach academic content and 21
Century skills. Specific data must be provided to substantiate this need.

An “eligible local partnership” includes at least one high-need LEA (as defined above) and at least one of
the following:

1) An LEA that can demonstrate that teachers in its schools are effectively integrating
technology into instruction, based on a review of relevant research, and that the integration
results in improvement in classroom instruction and in helping students meet challenging
academic standards;

2) Aninstitution of higher education that is in full compliance with the reporting requirements
of section 207(f) of the Higher Education Act of 1965, as amended, and that has not been
identified by the State as low-performing under that Act;

3) A for-profit business that develops, designs, manufactures, or produces technology products
or services or has substantial expertise in the application of technology in instruction; or

4) A public or private nonprofit organization with demonstrated expertise in the application of
educational technology in instruction.

The eligible local partnership may include other LEAs, libraries, specialists or other education entities
appropriate to local programs.

Pursuant to federal regulations, an LEA must be the fiscal agent for the EETT Grant Program. A
consortium of eligible LEAs may submit an application together to share resources and expertise;
however, one LEA must be designated as the fiscal agent of the consortium. Please note: Each entity
may only submit and be the fiscal agent on one application. A school district must be designated as the
Fiscal Agent and must include signatures on the application cover (page 14).

BOCES are not considered an LEA for Title Il Part D funds and therefore cannot be the fiscal agent for this
competitive application. However, the LEA identified as fiscal agent for this grant may assign fiscal
responsibilities to a BOCES as defined in P.L. 107-110, Sec. 2403 (2) within the eligible partnership. If the
LEA would like to assign fiscal responsibilities to a BOCES to apply for and administer the grant on its
behalf, funds can be signed over to the BOCES with completion of the District Assignment of NCLB
Competitive Grant Funds and Assurances form on page 16. Please note: All districts to be served
through this grant must provide contact information and signatures on page 14 and initials of agreement
on the District Assignment of NCLB Competitive Grant Funds and Assurances form on page 16.

Purpose of the Grant

The overall purpose of this RFP is supported by the following from Title Il Part D — Enhancing Education
Through Technology:

e To promote initiatives that provide school teachers, principals, and administrators with the
capacity to integrate technology effectively into curricula and instruction that are aligned with
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challenging state academic standards and that improves student academic achievement through
the use of high-quality professional development programs.

e To enhance the ongoing professional development of teachers, principals and administrators by
providing constant access to training and updated research in teaching and learning through
electronic means.

The EETT competition for 2010-2011 has one targeted focus area: Building and Sustaining Technology
Rich 21 Century Classrooms. The overarching goal of this grant is to improve student achievement by
providing technology tools and professional development aligned with:

e Colorado content standards;

e 21% Century skills;

e Postsecondary and Workforce Readiness skills; and
Technology and information literacy skills.

Two key educational components must be addressed through participation in this program: (1)
technology tools available for teachers and students; and (2) changes in instruction based on effective
technology integration. Please see Attachment B for an overview of the potential hardware and
software components (i.e., Technology Tools) of a technology rich 21°* Century Classroom.

The second component, Changes in Instruction, will include:

e Targeted professional development and review of relevant research;

e Teachers learning to use technology to enhance the learning of new Colorado content standards
and 21% Century skills;

e Utilizing/expanding new ways to engage students;

e Technology supported project-based and inter-disciplinary models;

e New learning environments, often collaborative, interactive, and virtual;

e Developing activities to promote, implement, or expand the use of emerging technologies to
deliver educational content in schools, including digital media, audio and video podcasting,
collaborative learning environments, online communication tools and eLearning resources.

e Conducting research to determine the impact of changes on teachers’ use of technology and
student learning; and

e Incorporating ALA or ISTE standards for teachers and 21% Century skills in both educational
technology and information literacy as outlined in the ET-IL plan.

Please note: Both components above must be addressed in all proposals. In addition, federal reporting
requirements require districts to report the technological proficiency of teachers, administrators and
school library personnel.

Grant Awards

Federal law requires awards to be of sufficient size and scope to support high quality, effective
programs. These funds will be distributed as:
e Individual district and consortium grants: Minimum of $75,000 to Maximum of $200,000; and
e State-wide consortium grants: Maximum of $500,000.

Consideration for funding will be given to previous grantees based on final program data, previous

program results, evaluation submissions and use of funds. All subsequent grant awards will be
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contingent upon the receipt of funding from the federal government through the EETT Grant Program.
Cancellation of these funds by the federal government will result in the termination of the EETT grant
program in subsequent years.

EETT grant funding can only be paid to a Local Education Agency (LEA). By federal law, grant funds may
not be distributed directly to a public or private school, charter school, postsecondary educational
institution, foundation or non-educational organization.

All grant funds must be expended by June 30, 2011. No carryover of these funds will be permitted after
June 30, 2011.

ARRA Reporting Requirements

e CDE will require each grant recipient to complete a fiscal report along with their request for
funds. This report is designed to capture full time employees (FTE) associated with the grant.

e All ARRA funds must be isolated and tracked separately. Therefore, the U.S. Department of
Education has created a unique Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) number for these
funds, which will be provided in award documents.

e The budget will reflect activities for July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.

e All ARRA funds must be obligated by June 30, 2011. All obligations must be liquidated within 90
days after the end of the funding period or the termination of the grant, as required in EDGAR
(34 CFR 74.73(d) or 34 CFR 80.23(b)).

e ARRA grantees will be considered “sub grantees” under CDE’s EETT program for a one year
period (2010-2011).

Award Commitments

The following describes commitments in which grant recipients of the EETT program are expected to
participate.

Evaluation: Grant recipients are required to set aside 10% of the total amount requested to conduct an
evaluation of their projects that will:

e Provide a clear explanation of the scope, primary objectives and main questions of the Title II-D
evaluation that includes a description of the following:

O Main purpose of the evaluation and the primary evaluation questions addressed;

0 Performance standards or measures utilized;

0 Scope of the evaluation (the activities and intended outcomes covered in the evaluation
report);

0 Characteristics of the sample (or segment of the total population) reflected in the
evaluation results;

0 Total resources, including human resources and budget, used for the evaluation; and

0 Names and contact information of the individuals and/or organization who conducted the
evaluation.

e Provide a thorough discussion of the evaluation methods that were utilized including a
description of the following:
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0 Data that was used in the evaluation;

0 Sources of data and the rationale for their selection;

0 Methods, procedures and instruments used to collect data and the timeframe within
which it was collected;

O How the data addresses the evaluation questions;

O Procedures used to analyze the data and to answer the evaluation questions; and

O Major limitations of the methods used and the implications for interpreting results.

e Summarize the principal findings, conclusions, recommendations, and as appropriate, lessons
learned structured around the evaluation questions. Include the following:
0 Objective presentation of the data and analyses;
0 Conclusions based on the evidence presented; and
0 As appropriate, discussion of lessons learned.

Dissemination: The products produced by grant recipients around building and sustaining a technology
rich 21% century classroom are intended for statewide distribution and utilization, which supports the
goals of Title II-Part D. These tools will serve as a resource and must be designed in a way that allows for
ease of use. The appropriate supporting products should be developed to accompany implementation
and utilization. Sustainability must be a consideration.

Products: The following products will be provided (if applicable) as part of the award commitment:
e Model Curriculum;
e Training materials (e.g., PowerPoint files, Handouts, Activity Instructions);
e Trainer-of-Trainer Model;
e Facilitator Guides;
e Assessments; and
e Professional Development Plan.

Products created with these funds will be disseminated statewide in supporting the goals of Title Il Part
D. The products created with grant funds should contain the following statement: “This program is
supported by a grant awarded by the U.S. Department of Education under Title Il, Part D of the
Elementary and Secondary Education Act (NCLB) — Enhancing Education through Technology to the
Colorado Department of Education.”

Reporting: Grant recipients will be required to submit both a mid-year and an end-of-grant evaluation
report detailing the implementation and impact of the EETT grant program as well as any ARRA
reporting. All products must be submitted with the final report. An Annual Financial Report detailing
exact expenditures will be due October 15, 2011.

Please note: When issuing statements, press releases, requests for proposals, bid solicitations and other
documents describing projects or programs funded in whole or in part with Federal money, all grantees
receiving Federal funds, including but not limited to state and local governments, shall clearly state:
(1) The percentage of the total costs of the program or project which will be financed with
federal money;
(2) The dollar amount of federal funds for the project or program; and
(3) Percentage and dollar amount of the total costs of the project or program that will be
financed by nongovernmental sources.
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Use of Funds

The following describes required expenses which must be addressed in both the budget and project
design:
e Ongoing, sustained, intensive and high quality professional development which must be at least
25% of the budget; and
e Evaluation activities, which must be 10% of the budget.

Other allowable expenses include:

e Release time and stipends for educators who participate in the proposed project;

e Payroll for instructional and administrative staff, including coaches and consultants who are
directly engaged in grant work, but only for the time in which they are so engaged;

e Preparing one or more teachers in schools as technology leaders who will assist other teachers,
and provide stipends to technology leaders during the grant period; and

e Equipment for hardware/software that directly supports staff development.* Please see
Attachment B for sample classroom technologies that may be useful when identifying
technologies that would support a “technology rich” 21* century classroom. This list is only
included as an example and districts should select technologies appropriate to their individual
needs and priorities.

Unallowable expenses include but are not limited to: capital needs, including furniture such as desks
and chairs; office-based rent; and utilities.

Please note: Funds may be used to supplement and not supplant any moneys currently being used to
provide technology support and programs already in place.

Consultation with Private Schools

As required by federal law, school districts submitting proposals must consult with all private schools in
their attendance areas to provide the opportunity for staff at those schools to participate in an equitable
basis of this program. Private schools that choose to participate should be involved in the program’s
development as well as its implementation and need only participate at levels equivalent to their public
school counterparts in a given district. Grant recipients will be asked to detail consultation in reporting.

Submission Process and Deadline

The original plus 6 copies must be received at CDE by Wednesday, June 9, 2010 at 4:00 pm. In addition
to the 7 hard copies, an electronic copy of the proposal must be submitted to:

The electronic version should include all required pieces of the
proposal as one document. Faxes will not be accepted. Incomplete or late proposals will not be
considered.

Application Format

NEW: Scoring will be done based on a blind review. Please do not identify district or schools
anywhere within the proposal except on the cover pages. The application narrative and headers
or footers (if used) should not include any identifying information. When addressing the district
and schools in the narrative, please use ‘the district’ or ‘the school’.

The total narrative (Components Il — VI) of the application cannot exceed 10 pages. Please note:
The Proposal Introduction, ARRA Framing Questions and Electronic Budget form are not included
in the 10-page limit.

All pages must be standard letter size (8-1/2” x 11”), single-spaced and numbered. Use 12-point
font and 1-inch margins.

The signature page must include original signatures of the lead organization/fiscal agent.
Successful applicants will be required to submit disclosure and assurance pages with original
signatures.

Staple the pages of the original and each copy of the proposal. Please do not use paperclips,
rubber bands, binders or report covers.
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Review Process

Teams of reviewers with expertise in the fields of educational technology and information literacy will
review the proposals. This review will be based on the specific criteria listed in this RFP and detailed in
the scoring rubric. Priority will be given to grants that will provide service to rural and urban schools.
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Budget Instructions, Assurances and Budget Form

INSTRUCTIONS

When completing the proposed budget and budget narrative (http://www.cde.state.co.us/edtech/), it is
required that you include costs related to ongoing, sustained, intensive and high quality professional
development (which must be at least 25% of the budget) and evaluation activities (which must be 10%
of the budget). Funds may be used to supplement and not supplant any moneys currently being used
to provide technology support and programs already in place.

When the applications have been reviewed, final grant amounts will be determined and a more detailed
budget may be required. The final budget will comply with the application review comments and the
proposed budget. Please remember that no grant funds can be obligated or spent until a final budget
has been received and approved by CDE.

Examples of the types of expenses that may be included in each object category are listed below for
guidance only. Your budget narrative should provide enough detail so that the appropriate object
category can be confirmed.

Support Program. Support service programs are those activities which facilitate and enhance
instruction. Support services include school-based and general administrative functions and centralized
operations for the benefit of students, instructional staff, other staff, and the community.

(100) Salaries - Amounts paid for personal services for both permanent and temporary employees,
including personnel substituting for those in permanent positions. This includes gross salary for personal
services rendered while on the payroll of the school district/agency/organization.

(200) Employee Benefits - Amounts paid on behalf of employees; generally those amounts are not
included in the gross salary, but are in addition to that amount. Such payments are fringe benefit
payments and, while not paid directly to employees, never-the-less are part of the cost of personal
services. Workers’ compensation premiums should not be charged here, but rather to object (0500
other purchased services).

(300) Purchased Professional and Technical Services — Services which, by their nature, can be
performed only by persons or firms with specialized skills and knowledge. While a product may or may
not result from the transaction, the primary reason for the purchase is the service provided. Included
are the services of auditors, consultants, teachers, etc.

(500) Other Purchased Services — Amounts paid for services rendered by organizations or personnel not
on the payroll of the district (separate from Professional and Technical Services or Property Services).
While a product may or may not result from the transaction, the primary reason for the purchase is the
service provided.

(600) Supplies — Amounts paid for items that are consumed, worn out, or deteriorated through use; or
items that lose their identity through fabrication or incorporation into different or more complex units
or substances. ltems that do not contribute to a district’s fixed assets, as evaluated by the district’s fixed
assets policy, may be coded as supply items, or may be coded as Non-Capital Equipment. Items that
contribute to a district’s fixed assets must be coded as equipment. All computers must be entered as
equipment. Include all supplies, food, books and periodicals, and electronic media materials here.
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(800) Other Expenses — Amounts paid for good and services not otherwise classified above. Some
expenditures may cross object category lines. For example, professional development and evaluation
may include salaries, purchased services (printing) and supplies/materials. The budget narrative should
identify these elements so that a total cost of the activity can be determined.

Indirect Costs — Indirect costs are those elements of costs necessary in the provision of a service which
are of such nature that they cannot be readily or accurately identified with the specific service. School
districts may budget indirect costs only if they are designated as the fiscal agent. The indirect cost rate
used varies by district. Your district budget office should provide this rate to you, or you may access it
by going to CDE’s Web page and linking to School Finance.

Schools districts that accept funding through the EETT Grant Program agree to the following
assurances:

1. An assurance that the applicant will annually provide the Colorado Department of Education
with such information as may be required to determine if the grantee is making satisfactory
progress toward achieving the goals of the grant. This includes participation in evaluations or
studies and the submission of mid-term and an annual progress reports demonstrating
satisfactory results.

2. Anassurance that teachers will participate in a pre- and post-survey regarding effective use of
technology.

3. Anassurance that the school will not discriminate against anyone regarding race, gender,
national origin, color, disability, or age.

4. An assurance that if any findings of misuse of these funds are discovered, project funds will be
returned to CDE.

5. An assurance that the work product in this grant application is the original work of the
district/applicant and its agents who worked on the application.

6. An assurance that the grantee will maintain sole responsibility for the project even though
subcontractors may be used to perform certain services.

Funded sites will be expected to cooperate with CDE in the development and submission of certain
reports to meet statutory requirements.

The Colorado Department of Education may
terminate a grant award upon thirty (30) days notice if it is deemed by CDE that the applicant is not
fulfilling the requirements of the funded program as specified in the approved project application, or
if the program is generating less than satisfactory results. The applicant may subcontract for work to
be performed, but shall retain sole responsibility for the project and shall be the only direct recipient
of funds.

The work product in this grant application is to be the original work of the district/applicant and its
agents who worked on the application. If a discovery of plagiarism is made known or brought to the
attention of officials at the Colorado Department of Education during a current grant competition,
then at the discretion of the Department, the Department has the right to remove the grant
application for funding consideration.
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Project modifications and changes in the approved budget must be requested in writing and be
approved in writing by the Colorado Department of Education before modifications are made to the
expenditures.
