Create an Action Team for Partnerships.
Obtain funds and official support.

Provide training to all members of the Action Team
for Partnerships.

Identify starting points—Present strengths
and weaknesses.

Write a One-Year Action Plan for Partnerships.

Apply the framework of six types of involvement to activities
linked to school improvement goals.

Enlist staff, parents, students, and the community to help
conduct activities and to participate in activities at school,
at home, and in the community.

Evaluate the quality and outreach of partnership activities
and results.

Conduct an annual celebration to report progress to all
school groups.

Continue working to improve and sustain the school’s
goal-linked program of partnerships.
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
