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Q:  What is the timeframe for completing the sampling?
A:  KPMG is currently in the process of selecting samples.  Districts will be contacted as early as Monday, December 8th, with the detailed document request list based on expenses identified in the sample. Districts will have approximately 1 week to respond.  KPMG will then provide observations and feedback.
Q:  Will all school districts get the results from the sample so they can evaluate their own expenses and adjust accordingly?
A:  KPMG will confirm with the State Controller’s Office.
Q:  Will there be opportunities to discuss responses verbally if there are questions or if clarification is necessary?
A:  Yes.  Contact Tom Stanton with any questions.
Q:  Are you only picking expenditures then from the last report we submitted?
A:  We will be looking for up to date, current spend - End of October ideally or into November, to the extent information is readily available.
Q:  What is the expected turn around time, as we are all working to prepare the final report as well before the holidays?
A:  KPMG will have a manageable sample size and will work with districts to provide efficient turnaround time.
Q:  Can you put his contact info in the chat so we can reach out if we have questions?

Q:  Will fiscal contacts on SSRG grant get the notification or just program contacts?
A:  The initial notification will go to the Authorized Representative on the Grant.
Q:  It would be helpful if fiscal contact could also get notification if possible
A:  Fiscal contacts will be included in award notifications.
Q:  Is this available only to districts, BOCES?
A:  It will be available to both districts and BOCES.
Q:  When will the new application be available?
A:  We are currently working on developing the application; however, it cannot be released until Legislation is signed.  We anticipate Legislation will be signed in the upcoming week.
Q:  Is the same website ok to reference to get more info on this? 

A:  Yes, additional information will be added to the CCSG webpage.  State Grant information will be included below the Federal section.
Q:  Most hot spot have a year contract so those are not allowed?
A:  We will confirm and get back to you.
Q: Our ESSER application has been approved but have not received a grant award letter, when will that be sent?
A:  Award letters are sent each Friday.  We will follow up with Steven Kaleda to get a status update on your application.
Q: Will we be able to modify the ESSER application budget after Dec. 31st?
A:  Yes, post award revisions will be accepted after Dec. 31st.  
Q: Can we use the funds to pay for our existing school psychologists?
A:  CARES Act allows for ESSER funds to be used for employing existing staff.  The activity must be allowable, reasonable, and connected to the response to COVID-19.  In your application, you must provide an explanation of how their work is related to COVID-19.
Q: We have the award letter.  How will the District be reimbursed for expenditures?
A:  Reimbursement is provided through the Request for Funding process.  Grants Fiscal has an RFF, to be completed when requesting reimbursement.
Q: I did not see anywhere to upload the NPS Consultation Forms.  Are those supposed to be emailed and not uploaded?  Also, if we are requesting to use funds for a stipend should we leave the FTE blank even though the field becomes red when no FTE percentage is entered?
A:  Please submit forms to esserapplications@cde.state.co.us.  Leave the FTE field blank if proposing to use funds for a stipend.  The field will turn red but will not prohibit submission.
Q:  Question about CRF- I am on the Bruman conference and they are saying uniformed grant guidance section of time and effort is not in effect for the cr funds therefore time and effort is not required for the cr funds. Can the external auditor- if still on, confirm.
A:  Please reference guidance released by the US Treasury on the OIG memorandum, specifically questions 80-82.
Q:  @ Tom, how are you monitoring if the supplemental has not been officially released?
A:  Per US Treasury guidance.
Q:  If we just recently submitted, what are next steps?
A:  The review team will review the entirety of the application and notify districts of necessary revisions.  Once revisions are updated and compliant, final approval will be given, allowing funds to be pulled down.  Any changes or updates after funds have been granted, must be completed through the Post Award revision process.
Q:  If we already have the award letter, do we need to submit anything else.
A:   Upon spending awarded funds, districts are reimbursed by submitting the Request for Funds form to Grants Fiscal. 
Q:  Do we have to have a different person identified to complete the RFF for ESSER?
A:   The individual identified as the Authorized Requester is responsible for requesting funds.  It is acceptable for one person to be listed, in the case that the same individual is notated as both the Authorized Representative and Authorized Requester.
Q:  Just to confirm, we need to include account information in our ESSER application?
A:  Funding codes are required.
Q:  What is the grant code for the RISE (GEER) funds?
A:  Source code 4010, grant code 6425.
