ESEA Office Hours Questions & Answers
December 10, 2020
Q:  For ESSER, if we submitted but did not have our transmittal and approval form signed at that time, how do we attach the form now that it is signed? The application site says the application was submitted and will not allow me to go in and attach the signed form.
A:  Please email the Approval and Transmittal form to esserapplications@cde.state.co.us.
Q:  I am confused on the ESSER grant code with the 90% vs 10% and grant codes 4425 vs 5425. how do I know which to use to set up my expenditure coding?
A:  Grand code 4424 is for activities out of the 90% allocation.  The second allocation at the top of our application is the supplemental fund; any activities paid out of that pot should be coded as 5425.
Q:  Is this virtual or in person for conference?
A:  CDE is currently considering options based on district preferences.
Q:  Have districts already been notified of monitoring by KPMG for CRF?
A:  Yes.
Q:  What is the source code for the revenue?
A:  Source code 4000.
Q:  For the ESSER Application, we have made purchases of communication apps and curriculum access tools to support distance learning. Can I list these in the budget as a district level purchase or do I need to allocate the cost to each school using the service and list it in the budget by school?
A:  The items used district-wide can be coded as such.  Items for only specific schools, can either be budgeted at each school level, or presented at the district level, with a notation in the description that these items are for all K-5 schools in the district.  That will help us in evaluating the reasonableness of the expense, if we see the amount benefiting each school.
Q:  For those that were awarded the recent SSRG, will there be a similar separate CRF report?  And when will that be due?
A:  Yes, there will be a similar report for SSRG.  They are CRF funds (4012, 5012, 6012) due 1/4/2021.
Q:  Will it be a check or direct deposit?
A:  EFT – Direct deposit.
Q:  CRF Reporting - in the workbook you are creating to send out for At-Risk and SSRG, can you add a fourth tab for interest earnings?
A:  Please do not report interest earnings.  Note, interest earned must be spent on CRF allowable funds.
Q: When initially submitting we were to report on a cash basis, do you want that adjusted to include adjustments we made?
A: Q3 will likely be an accrual basis.
Q: Do we include interest expense but not earnings?
A: Please do not report interest earnings or interest expense on the workbooks.
Q: Was CRF 5012 a separate application or was that the State share?
A: State share.

Q:  Can we spend the interest after the Dec 30 deadline? Or does the deadline still apply to interest earnings?
A:  Interest earnings can be spent after the December 30th timeline.  CDE will note that the interest earnings and expenditures are included in the ledger (as seen in revenues).
Q: Would that be the same as the General Journal or would you like the check journal?

A:  General journal/ledger.
Q: Do we report CRF expenditures up to the allocation amount and not in excess of that since we've earned interest income on those dollars?
A:  Correct, please report up-to the allocated amount.
Q:  @ Jennifer Austin - On the last meeting you stated any adjustments we needed to make for Q2 we should net it out on Q3 form. Will you please clarify what exactly we need to do for adjustments for Q2?
A:  Please Net out adjustments in Q3.
Q:  When you say general ledger, what are you looking for? What we spent funds on? Just want to send what you are looking for.

A:  The general ledger is a financial report, detailing expenditures by line item.  Include date, amount, vendor, accounting coding, etc.
Q:  Have all districts undergoing monitoring been notified at this point?
A:  Yes.
Q:  Do we send the G/L by grant code (4012, 5012,6012) or all as one file?
A:  Please separate out by grant code.
Q:  Who did monitoring notifications go to -- superintendent or person that reports?
A: Monitoring notifications were sent to the individual listed on the CRF report.
Q:  Did they come from KPMG?
A:   Yes.
Q:  Is the monitoring considered an audit?
A:  No.
Q:  Can the KPMG email please be sent to CFOs?
A:  Notifications have already been issued.
Q:  Can we get Tom Stanton's contact information? I would like to confirm that we are not on the list versus the e-mail going to someone who may be on vacation, leave, etc.
