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Q: Can you provide some information on when we need to adjust our ESSER application? We have a NPS that initially got quotes for smartboards, and the expenses were approved in ESSER I. However, when the district went out for quotes, we got a much better deal from our vendor due to our purchasing power. The smartboards came in about $1,500 less than the NPS quote of $17,000 (so not a 10% difference). They are going to use the extra funds to buy additional Chromebooks, but that amount only equates to 5 additional Chromebooks which doesn't increase the Chromebook line-item expense by more than 10% and doesn't change the scope. 1) Would this require changing and resubmitting the application?  1)Do we update the PAR application with all changes, or just the major ones (>10% or change is scope)? 2) In the end, is the ESSER application amounts supposed to match the district's general ledger exactly, or is the PAR application only for the major changes and the rest will be determined through our EOY report?

A:  Ordinarily no, you could still use the funds as approved.  However, given that we are using the ESSER budgets for meeting federal reporting requirements, we request that you revise the end of year report.  
Q: Does ESSER I qualify for that too? (unrestricted rate?)
A:  Yes.
Q: Did I hear correctly at the BruMan presentation that there was a waiver approved for Title IV and we won't be held to the 20/20/60 and 15% limit on technology?
A:  The USDE has made the waiver available through an expedited process.  CDE has posted the waiver for public comment and review; Once the period ends, CDE will submit the request to USDE.
Q: Is there a projected date for release of ESSER II application?
A:  The application is currently being tested internally.  It will be made available as soon as possible.
Q: Do we have a grant code yet?
A:  ESSER II 90% allocation is Grant Code 4420.  Supplemental funds from the state reserve are Grand Code 4419.
Q: For Q&A questions submitted via email since yesterday, when will answers be given?
A:  Any questions that were received yesterday, will be answered next week.  If you have an urgent question or request, please contact us directly.
Q: For the test kits that were provided free of charge for staff if they wanted it, but for future kits they may be at a reduced price and only a portion will be covered by state -- can ESSER II fund the additional cost of the kits (this may be the Binax you are talking about)
A:  COVID testing kits are categorized as an allowable and allocable charge, document the reasonableness.
Q: Is there a list of who got the supplemental ESSERII somewhere?

A:  No, a finalized allocation list has not yet been posted.
Q: How involved will CDE be with the RISE grant?
A:  The RISE grant was managed out of the Governors Office.
