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Q:  Based on the excel calculation, Districts DONT have to verify if the non-public low-income student resides in the Districts Title I Boundary, correct?
A:  The second bullet listed on the calculation will be updated to reflect the following language, “Number of low-income students attending a participating non-public school that reside in a Title I attendance area.”  
Q:  For ESSER Non-public - So if we have students that reside outside our boundaries, are we just automatically not counting them? OR are we supposed to determine if they reside in a Title I boundary of the District they reside in?
A:  The latter is true, please reach out to neighboring districts to determine if they reside in a Title I attendance area.

Q:  For ESSER, if we are using funds for cleaning services, not supplies, the CDE object code is 0420 - but that object code is not available in the drop-down section of the application. Should we use 0300 purchased services or 0500 other purchased services? If we use the 0420 in our G/L will that cause issues with the request for funds?
A:  No, the coding will not affect or cause issues with the request for funds.  Many applications are not all inclusive of the chart of account object codes.  We recommend utilizing the chart of account that best fits the line item within the district accounting system.  For applicant purposes, cleaning services can be listed under object code 0500.  For internal accounting purposes, use the more specific code – 0420.  
Q:  The same is for software licensing -- we use 0695, but in the application, we chose 0600 and just noted it in the description so that the review could see the budget is not all supplies
A:  Correct, a narrative providing a clear description of the services/charge is acceptable when using an alternate object code.
Q:  Please explain the distinction between 0300 and 0500.

A:  Source code 0300 is for specialized services that only trained individuals and companies can provide, such as an outside consultant or training organization. Code 0500 is for more general purchases services.
Q:  What if any documentation, do we need for NPS' Native American students? 506 forms or?
A:  We will investigate this further and follow up at future Office Hours.
Q:  Can we use the 5012 funds for % of district-wide textbook adoption costs?
A:  Yes, that would be an allowable expenditure for at-risk students.
Q:  Salary costs are not restricted to the increase in instructional time compared to the spring?

A:  Correct.  Review total salaries (recommended to begin with October), comparing amount of total instructional time with time devoted to at-risk students.
Q:  Can we use the 5012 payment for BOCES services?
A: Yes, outline how it supports at-risk students.
Q:  What are the requirements for time and effort documentation for the 4012 CRF funds?

A:  Time and effort is required for 4012.  Document overtime and/or additional pay.
Q:  is it for just free lunch students? Does FDC count in the free lunch count?
A:  No, it includes students on Migrant, Homeless, Free and Reduced applications, and SNAP lists.  FDC can be included in the free lunch count.

Q:  But not for teacher calc under 4012?
A:  The teacher calculation under 4012 does not require time and effort.  Calculate increased instructional hours, at the school or district level.

Q:  For ESSER if we are doing the increased instructional hour for a charter, I understand Time & Effort is required. Do we just follow the typical federal time & effort, e.g. single cost objective reporting?
A:  Use normal procedures, single vs multiple costs objective approach.
