Pursuant to C.R.S. 22-58-103(2) on or before September 1, 2010, and on or before September 1 each budget year thereafter through 2013, a school district or charter school that chooses to participate in the pilot program shall apply to the State Board by submitting a description of the alternative school funding model it will investigate, including at a minimum: a model based on per pupil funding or other measure of funding, how education is funded under the alternate model, incentives that the new model provides, how to measure the effects of applying the new model, obstacles of implementing the new model, and statutes that need to be waived to implement the new model.

NOTE: A charter school that applies to participate in the pilot program shall first obtain the written consent of its authorizer and shall submit a copy of the written consent with its application.

A school district is encouraged to partner with one or more other school districts, a board of cooperative services, or one or more charter schools in applying to participate in the pilot program. A school district may also, with the consent of one or more innovation schools or charter schools of the school district, choose to test an alternative school funding model on a limited basis within said consenting schools.  
The commissioner and the advisory council shall review the applications received pursuant to this section and recommend applicants to the State Board for selection. The State Board, after reviewing the applications and considering the recommendations of the commissioner and the advisory council, shall select the school districts and charter schools that will participate in the pilot program.

The State Board may waive statutes or rules specified by the applicant; except that:

1. The school district or charter school shall be required to meet the performance targets specified for the school district or charter school pursuant to article 11 of this title; and

2. The State Board may not waive the provisions of the "licensed personnel performance evaluation act", article 9 of this title; the "Colorado educator licensing act of 1991", article 60.5 of this title; or the "teacher employment, compensation, and dismissal act of 1990", article 63 of this title.

NOTE:  Participants in this Alternative School Funding Model program will continue to be funded through the Public School Finance Act of 1994 (as amended).  Participants will not be funded on their alternative models of funding.  Districts and Charter Schools that are selected to participate in this program are not exempt from completing any work that is statutorily required.  Accounting and reporting requirements (i.e. Automated Data Exchange reporting) will not be waived for participating entities.  Participating in this study is supplemental/voluntary work.
