Direct information about neighborhood schools 

programming is available through the GT facilitators at each school.  Parents can also access the GT page 

of the DCSD website where baseline information about identification and programming options is 

detailed.  

 

Parents provide input regarding their student’s strengths and challenges through the Discovery application 

process and through the ALP development and monitoring process.  

 

At this time none of our community outreach processes are targeted toward traditionally underrepresented 

groups.

In terms of assessment, the CogAT is used as a universal screen for 3
rd

 graders in 5 of the 8 DCSD feeder 

areas. The TCS test is offered on two dates for elementary-age students and on two dates for middle-

school-age students during each year as well. On the CogAT test, scores at or above the 95
th
 percentile 

can be one indicator of exceptional ability.  And on the TCS test, scores in the 130 range can be an 

indicator of exceptional ability.  We also accept outside testing administered by a licensed psychologist – 

tests such as the WISC-IV, the Stanford-Binet V or the DAS.   

 

All identification is done through the collection and analysis of a body of evidence.  Sources of 

information include: students, parents, teachers, curriculum-based assessments, state testing – such as the 

CSAP and cognitive testing.  Using the body of evidence, students are identified with a strength in Math, 

Language Arts, Both or Other. 

 

Our neighborhood programming is our best vehicle for reaching students in underserved populations 

because the GT facilitators work closely with students and teachers on a daily basis.  GT facilitators not 

only provide professional development for teachers on the characteristics of gifted learners.  They also are 

able to provide opportunities for students to develop and show potential who may not have been able to 

do so otherwise. Any student who is showing need may work with a GT facilitator regardless of formal 

identification. 

 

The information for students who need the full-day, self-contained programming of our Discovery magnet 

classrooms is reviewed by a team of teachers from the district.  All team members have GT background 

and/or classroom experience with gifted learners.  Each body of evidence is screened at least twice, by 

two different pairs of teachers.  When a file is in question, it receives a third and sometimes fourth review.  

In the neighborhood programming model, the body of evidence is collected and reviewed by the GT 

facilitator, usually in conjunction with the classroom teacher. 

 

Parents are informed of the district processes either through the parent presentations or through 

communications from the neighborhood school.  When a child has been identified as a gifted learner, 

parents receive notification via letter. Parents, students, classroom teachers and GT personnel all work 

together to develop and monitor a student’s advanced learning plan.

Structure 
DCSD offers full-day, self-contained magnet classrooms for grades 2-6 in four elementary schools, distributed 

across each region of Douglas County. In 5 of the 8 feeder areas, GT facilitators are available in each elementary 

school to provide targeted interventions for gifted learners.  Advanced math courses (Algebra 1, Algebra 2 and 

Geometry) and advanced language arts courses are available for gifted learners in all 9 district middle schools.  
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Differentiated Instruction 
Differentiation through pacing, complexity and depth are the key elements in tuning curriculum and instruction to 

the needs of gifted learners.  Alternate grouping and alternate assignments are also key strategies utilized in the 

Discovery Program magnet and in neighborhood schools gifted programming.  The magnet program classrooms use 

differentiated materials designed for high ability learners, such as the units published by the College of William and 

Mary. 

 

Affective Guidance and Counseling 
At each of the four elementary magnet sites, the school psychologist is tasked to spend part of his/her time working 

with the gifted students.  Many teach a weekly guidance lesson on topics such as making friends and managing 

stress.  Some may also work with group or individuals on an as-needed basis. At the middle level, each Discovery 

team has a counselor assigned to it.

Language Arts:  Language Arts units for High-ability learners from the College of William and Mary, 

Junior Great Books 

 

Math:  EveryDay Math Extensions, Connected Math, Navigations (from NCTM), various Algebra and 

Geometry texts

Creativity:  the Autonomous Learner Model and passion project activities 

 

Leadership:  no specific extensions for leadership are available at this time – this is also a target area for 

the DCSD GT leadership team to examine 

 

Performing Arts/Music/Visual Arts: no specific extensions for the arts are available at this time; 

however, students access the district’s fully developed Arts programming. 

 

General Cognition:  extensions vary by site based on curricular needs/connections

through flexible grouping practices and differentiation of instruction in the neighborhood schools, and through the 

self-contained classrooms in the Discovery magnet program for gifted learners.  When appropriate, students will 

need further acceleration than these strategies and placements can provide.  When this is true, grade acceleration 

may be explored.  The grade acceleration process applies to students currently attending grades K-8.  The following 

process is based on recommendations from the National Association for Gifted Children.

Programming: Appropriate Match to Strengths 

How will the administrative unit ensure that a gifted student’s individual programming is matched to 

his/her strengths and interests? What assessment data is used for decisions to match programming options 

to the development of the advanced learning plan? 

Gifted magnet classroom teachers and GT facilitators closely monitor and assess student need using a 

variety of assessment tools including the DRA2, MAP, curriculum based measures, and student 

performance.  Programming flows directly from the indicators on the advanced learning plan. 

 

Programming: Pre-collegiate and Post Secondary 

Describe pre-collegiate or pre-advanced placement support systems available to gifted students. 

What post secondary options are available to gifted students? 

Two Douglas County high schools offer the International Baccalaureate Program.  All high schools offer 

advanced placement courses.  Prior to entering either of these two programs, advanced or honors 

coursework is available in most subject areas.  Some high school sites offer college-level courses, such as 

Calculus 3 and students have the opportunity for dual enrollment at a post secondary school such as ACC 

or the School of Mines.  

Programming: Advanced Learning Plan

Advanced learning plans are developed through the collaborative efforts of students, parents, and teachers 

(both regular classroom and GT). Each plan is reviewed at least twice a year as part of the parent-teacher 

conference.  The information on the plan determines the initial goal setting in students’ strength areas.  

Growth in the strength areas determines next steps for each student.    

Programming: Articulation 

How are the needs of gifted students and programming options articulated through the P-16 system? 

The advanced learning plan accompanies each identified gifted learner.  Details about student need are 

communicated via the plan in addition to vertical articulation between teachers.  Special transition 

meetings between elementary and middle school teachers ensure all information travels with students as 

they move from 6
th
 to 7

th
 grade.  

Programming: Gifted Students New to the District 

What process is used when gifted students move into an administrative unit’s district? 

When a student who has been identified as gifted moves into DCSD, the receiving school gathers the 

same body of evidence indicators used for district students.  It is most important to determine the level of 

service (targeted or intensive) the student was receiving is his/her prior district.  Once the student’s need 

is understood, all efforts are made to place him/her in the most appropriate setting.  The next step is to 

update or write an advanced learning plan for the student.

For the first and last question, we would include CSNAP analysis, MAP data, Department Scorecard 

monitoring achievement gap for sub pops, etc.  As for the ALP goals monitoring, GT Facilitators in 

collaboration with classroom teachers, students, and parents develop and monitor the ALP.  The ALP is 

developed in the Fall and monitored in the Spring with ongoing adjustments made as necessary. 

 

Evaluation and Accountability: Social and Emotional 

Describe how gifted students’ social, emotional and/or behavioral development is monitored for 

appropriate progress (e.g., rubrics for personal journals, interviews, student surveys, demonstrations of 

self-advocacy, career and/or college planning, anecdotal data ). 

In addition to using the Social/Emotional goal setting and progress monitoring via the ALP, we also use 

school psychologists and/or school social workers to provide direct services to our gifted learners with the 

most intense needs.  These observations, along with student surveys, student interviews and other written 

work, help to monitor the social/emotional/behavioral development of our gifted students.  

 

Evaluation and Accountability: Program Evaluation

We use both formative and summative data to assess our program.  Formative data includes perception 

data from all stakeholders: students, teachers, parents, district personnel (such as building principals), and 

other anecdotal data such as monitoring trends in phone inquiries, gaps in self-reporting of staff 

development needs, etc. Summative data includes accountability data such as CSAP and MAP scores.  

Parents are informed via newsletters from school sites and the GT page of the district website.  Parents 

and staff members are also encouraged to access the district’s website to use the Feedback Central link.  

 

Personnel

For 2008-2009, DCSD will have one Coordinator for gifted education and one program assistant.  We 

will continue to have 15 full time teachers spread across 4 elementary GT magnet sites.  We will also 

continue to have 26 GT facilitators who are either .5, .75 or 1.0 at 29 elementary sites and 3 middle school 

sites.  A school psychologist or social worker at each of our four elementary magnet sites also provides 

services to gifted learners. It is the district’s goal to increase the number of GT facilitators so that all 

elementary and middle schools have a .5 person directly responsible for supporting gifted learners.

enrich, and adapt content to meet a variety of learning needs and styles; commitment to ongoing professional 

growth; ability to differentiate instruction; strength in classroom management; commitment to working closely 

with parents; ability to work collaboratively with students, parents, and peers; strong communication skills; 

commitment to addressing affective needs of gifted and talented students; availability to work on non-student-

contact days for staff and curriculum development; ability to involve parents in the educational process.   

 

Preferred characteristics:  Masters degree in gifted education; hold or working toward Endorsement in gifted 

education; experience teaching gifted and talented students; experience and desire to work with students in a multi-

age classroom; ability to integrate technology into learning activities.  Required:  specialized training in gifted and 

talented education; at least two years of successful classroom teaching; teaching license in the state of Colorado or 

qualifications to obtain licensure.

JOB DESCRIPTION:  Facilitator for gifted and talented elementary school students possessing the following 

required characteristics:   

 

ability to effectively oversee the identification process and educational plans for students at the site; strong 

content area knowledge; demonstrated knowledge and experience in curriculum compacting, effective 

grouping practices, and the design of tiered assignments; ability to extend, enrich, and adapt content to meet a 

variety of learning needs and styles; ability to differentiate instruction in content, process, and product; ability 

to act as consultant and to provide in-class teaming with classroom teachers; commitment to working closely 

with parents; ability to work collaboratively with students, parents, and teachers; commitment to addressing 

affective needs of gifted and talented students; skills in facilitation of learning; strong communication skills; 

strong organizational skills; commitment to ongoing professional growth.   

 

REQUIREMENTS:  Teaching license in the state of Colorado or qualifications to obtain licensure.  Coursework 

and/or experience working with gifted and talented students is required. A minimum of at least two years of 

successful classroom teaching is required.  Applicants holding or working toward the Gifted and Talented 

Endorsement or Master’s Degree in Gifted and Talented Education are preferred.   

 

The online modules for gifted education created by CDE will be instrumental in increasing the skills of 

current and future staff members. Differentiation, writing, higher level math instruction and the social-

emotional needs of gifted learners are all important targets for staff growth.

At this time, DCSD does not collaborate with higher education for the development of qualified 

personnel.  It is possible that teachers of the gifted, like those for other “hard to fill” positions, may 

become included in the district’s waiver program for providing additional certifications.
