Designed to provide you with:
· the ability to articulate the paradoxical and complex needs of twice exceptional students

· an awareness of how the learning environment and teaching style impact the success of twice exceptional students
· a review of the basics of RtI for use in twice exceptional identification and programming

· the ability to define and utilize strength-based programming within an RtI framework in the development of an educational plan 
· the skills necessary to identify evidence-based strategies for twice exceptional students

· suggestions for working with twice exceptional parents

· the opportunity to collaborate with others in order to develop an educational plan that is responsive to the student’s profile
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examples of written learning plans (e.g. ALP, IEP, 504)
Online Training

· The advantage to an online course is that homework, readings, and class time are done on your schedule based on assignments and case study.

· There are six lessons and each week instructors will give assignments based on those lessons.  Assignments might be readings, blogging with classmates and developing a case study over the six weeks. Participants will be expected to complete those assignments within the specified periods given by the instructors.  
· The average amount of time required is approximately 2.5 hours per week. The final grade is pass or fail. If the instructors find that a person is not completing assignments and has not discussed with the instructor an alternative schedule, the instructor may drop a student from the course or submit a grade of fail. 
· The online training is done through Adobe Blackboard and participants will need Firefox or Google Chrome for the program to work well.
