*  “Please open your booklets.  Please fold out the six color reproductions.  These images of sculpture are of the human form.  Each one of the sculptures comes from a different culture, time and place.”

*  ”Please take five minutes to examine the reproductions, they will help you in answering the multiple choice questions.”

*  “Please turn in your booklet to the multiple choice questions.  You will have 10 minutes to complete this section.  When you are finished put your pencil down and wait for the next direction.”

Evaluation Criteria:
Level 1: Student answered zero or one multiple choice questions correctly.

Level 2: Student answered two, three or four multiple choice questions correctly.

Level 3: Student answered five, six or seven multiple choice questions correctly.

Level 4: Student answered eight, nine or ten multiple choice questions correctly.

Responding
Content Standard:  Describe and compare how people’s experiences (cultural backgrounds) influence the development of specific artwork that differs visually, spatially, temporally and functionally. (Relates to A4)

Task Description:  The students will identify and describe how people’s experiences (cultural backgounds) influence the development of specific artwork that differ visually, spatially, temporally, and functionally by comparing two sculptures of the human form.

Materials:  Reproductions are the same as in exercise 1.

Script: * “For the next exercise you will need to use the same six reproductions in your booklet.

*” You will need to pick two images of the six presented to answer the question. When you are through answering the question put your pencil down and wait for the next direction.  You will have 15 minutes to finish this section.

Pick two sculptures from the six images.  

The images I have chosen are number ______ and number________.

Identify and describe the differences between the two sculptures you have chosen.

Evaluation Criteria:

Level 1: Student cited no difference between the two images chosen.

Level 2: Student identified two or three differences between the two images chosen and gave a minimal description of those differences.  For example: 


One sculpture has two arms the other one has one arm.  One is short and one is tall.

Level 3: Student identified four or five differences between the two images chosen and gave a description which included two of the following four differences; visual, spatial,

temporal and functional.  For example:


The first sculpture is small, and open.  It is gold in color and appears to be a God.  The second 
sculpture is tall and a closed form.  It has no color and is not used for anything.  

Level 4: Student identified six or seven differences between the two images chosen and gave a description which includes physical, expressive, functional and compositional characteristics.  For example:


These two sculptures are very different.  The first sculpture is large, old, clothed, has two arms, 
looks like a solider, and I think the artist lived in Rome.  The sculpture appears to be real 
looking.  
It was probably made just to look at.  I don’t think it was used for anything other than to look at.


The second sculpture is definitely made in the Orient.  The sculpture is small, it looks newer, it 
has many arms.  I think this sculpture is used as a God.  The sculpture seems to be a female.  She 
may have protected harvest, or the people.  This sculpture is abstract.  It does not look like a 
real person.

 Responding
Content Standard:  To identify specific works of art as belonging to a particular culture, time, and place.  (Relates to A3)

Task Description:  The students will identify specific works of art as belonging to a particular culture, time and place by answering an open ended question.  

Materials: Reproductions are the same as in exercise 1 and 2.

Script: * “Please choose one image from the six images presented in the booklet.  This time you will be looking for visual clues that make that sculpture unique to its culture, time period and country of origin.”

* “Please continue in your booklet.  You will have 15 minutes to complete this question.”

Pick one sculpture from the six images.

The image I have chosen is number _________ .

What are the visual clues in the sculpture you have chosen that  reflect the time, country and culture it comes from?

Evaluation Criteria:

Level 1: Student did not make any references to time, country or culture when writing about the sculptures.  For example:


This sculpture is nice.  The colors are very pretty.

Level 2:  Student identified two or three clues to the country, time and culture of the chosen sculpture.  For example:


This sculpture looks like it is from China.  It looks old.  It is big so it must be from China.

Level 3:  Student identified four or five clues to the country, time and culture of the chosen sculpture.  For example:


The sculpture has slanted eyes and dark skin.  I would say that it comes from Asia, maybe Japan 
or China.   I think it was made a long time ago.  It looks really old.  It would probably be from a 
big city culture not a small town.  It looks to fancy for the poor people.

Level 4:  Student identified six or seven clues to the country, time and culture or the chosen sculpture.  For example:


The sculpture I have chosen is number 3.  This sculpture is from ancient China. It has several 
clues to its origin.  The first is the slanted eyes.  This means it is a symbol of the people of 
China.  
The nails and costume is another clue to where it comes from.  I think it was made before 
the time of Jesus. It looks very old.  The type of stone or metal it is made out of could be another way to find out how old it is.  The designs around the outside ring could be letters or words.  Maybe the artist wrote a message!  The culture the artist came from was probably the kings and queens.  They always seem to be making things like these for their palaces.
