For the first part of the exercise set, all students will be seated at drawing tables. There will be a large TV monitor w/ VCR in the front of the room.

For the second half of the set, the students (who have pre-selected either dance or visual art for the creative exercise) will split into two groups  -- one which will create visual art work (drawings) and one which will create individual short dance pieces.

The visual art students will remain in the room. (12 students maximum)

Dance students will move to a separate room and will each have 1/4 of the room for the creation of a dance.  (4 students to a room) There will be a video camera or camcorder on a tripod in each corner to record the student created dance piece.

Students will come to the exercise having pre-selected either dance or visual art for their creative exercise.  After the initial open-ended scorable units 1-3, students will split into two groups.  Visual art students remain in the room. (12 students maximum)
Dance students move to a separate room where each has 1/4 of the room for the creation of a dance. (4 students to a room) There will be a video camera or camcorder on a tripod in each corner to record the student's dance creation.

In this scorable unit, students will create a work of art integrating visual art and dance.   Depending upon the choice of art form, students will base their creative work on stimulus materi​als from the other art form; i.e. art students will base their work on a dance video stimulus and dance students will base their dance on a visual art stimulus.

Script:

[At the end of the open ended questions, the facilitator splits the group in two. The students electing to do the creative exercise in the visual arts remain in the same room: students electing to do the creative exercise in the visual arts move to another space.]

For students electing to do the creative exercise in the visual arts:

[Facilitator distributes drawing paper, newsprint, charcoal and pencils to students.]

[Facilitator]

Using the art materials provided to you, create a drawing based on a video of a dance sequence. You will have 30 minutes following the video to complete your drawing. Then you will be asked a question about your work.

[Facilitator plays duet dance from "White Nights".]

[After 25 minutes, facilitator reminds students of time.  After 30 minutes, students stop drawing.]

For students electing to do the creative exercise in dance:

[Facilitator hands out color Xerox of Anaktuvuk-style (Eskimo) mask by Susie Paneak​.]

Your task is to create a 3 minute dance based on the mask in this print. When you are ready, ask for assistance to turn on the VCR for recording your work. You will have 30 minutes;  then you will be asked a question about your work.

[After 22 minutes, facilitator reminds students of the time.  At the end of 30 minutes, students stop work on dance].

The finished work will show clear representation of expression in the partner art form (ie. dance work should have clear expressive component and/or reference to, the visual art stimulus; drawing should show clear reference to the dance video stimulus).

The finished work will exhibit near total integration of art forms (ie. drawing will exhibit a quality of dance movement -- a kinesthetic quality -- and will strongly include visual integration of some aspect of theme presented in the dance --counterpointing dance forms, cultural communication through dance; and the dance should be integrally woven around the mask used as stimulus -- its form, its content, its real or imagined context).
