Criteria for Evaluating the DOT Medical Examination Report
Attached is the DOT criteria to evaluate the information on the DOT Medical Examination Report.
When a driver completes a physical exam, make sure you receive a copy of the three page Medical Examination Report.  This is required in the Rules for the Operation of School Transportation Vehicles, 301-26, 205.03.

You must verify that certain items are completed and, if numeric readings exceed a certain level, then the doctor needs to re-evaluate that test.
If any of these criteria are not met, then return the report to the doctor or clinic for correction.

The Medical Examination Report is then kept in the Driver Qualification File.

We use this same criteria during a SAR (Supervisory Assistance Review) when studying the three page medical report in the Driver’s Qualification File.
Your district is strongly encouraged to use the same doctor or clinic for all physicals.  This helps to insure that the exams are more uniform and the examiner can be educated as to the requirements of operating a school bus, especially emergency evacuations.
Please share this criteria with the examiner(s).
