These amendments to Colorado statute are provided for your information.  Please share with your staff and add these to the training for all drivers.

1. Statute 42-4-1013 was passed last year.  This requires drivers on a highway with a speed limit of 65 mph or greater to use the left lane only for passing.
2. Senate Bill 05-156 allows students to carry and self-administer medication to treat asthma or other related conditions.  This amendment details the process to implement this plan.

3.  House Bill 05-1187 establishes more requirements on yielding to stationary emergency vehicles.
Also note House Bill 05-1191 was passed.  The bill allows school districts to impose and collect a fee for excess transportation costs without holding a special election.
