Enclosed is the revision of 1 CCR 301-26, Rules for the Operation of School Transportation Vehicles.  These revisions will become effective July 1, 2009.

The major revisions include:

Grammatical changes 

Change of the term “Activity Bus” to “Multi-function Bus”
Update of statute numbers and terminology

201.01(a) Change of the term “Contract” to “Agreement”
202.02 Activity Trip Operator – small vehicle
Changed appropriate operator training to Pre-service training
Added medical history form requirement – annually – 202.02(a)(7)

Added Driver Performance Test – initial only (a)(8)

Added to training – information on first aid, adverse weather, mountain 
203.01 Clarified “P” and “S” endorsements

204.01 Added Para-professionals section- shall be provided information on first aid and other appropriate information
205.03 Added requirement for Medical Examination Certificate to be in DQF

207.01 Makes first aid requirement more general
207.02 MVR to be approved by district official
207.03 Added requirement of training in student confidentiality for route drivers
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208.01 Require student medical and behavior information to be given to district transportation departments

209.01 All multifunction buses must stop at railroad crossing

210.01(l) Increases property damage need before reporting accidents to $2,500 within 20 business days

214.01 Expands pre-trip inspection to include all of CDL brake tests
224.01 Clarifies which vehicles may be used on route

229.01 Operator cannot drive more than 10 hours

233.01 Service door rule clarified
