CRITERIA FOR EVALUATING THE
DOT MEDICAL EXAMINATION REPORT

Revised December 15, 2003
1. Driver’s Information


- Verify that the driver has completed each of these boxes.

2. Health History


- Verify that the driver has checked either yes or no for each of the items.  Any yes checks need to be described in the box below.


- Verify that the driver has signed and dated that the information in #1 and #2 are complete and true.

3. Vision

- Verify that the Acuity readings do not exceed 20/40 in each eye, corrected or uncorrected.  If visual acuity is corrected, verify that the box for wearing corrective lenses is also marked (to the right of the table).  


- Verify that the Horizontal Field of Vision boxes are completed for right and left eye.  Make sure the reading is 70 degrees or higher.  This item being left blank is one of the most common errors we have found on the new DOT form.

- Verify that the color test, distinguishing red, green, amber colors, (the first sentence to the right of the table) is marked yes.


- Verify that the Monocular Vision is marked no.

4. Hearing


- Verify that either the forced whisper test (first table) or the audiometric test (second table) is completed.
5. Blood Pressure/Pulse Rate


- Verify that the blood pressure readings (first table) do not exceed 160/90.  If either reading is higher, then the Doctor should qualify the driver for 3 to 6 months (see tables). 

7. Physical Examination


- Any items marked yes should be explained by the Doctor.  If you have any questions or concerns about any item, please discuss them with the driver and Doctor.

Bottom of Page 3


- Verify that the certification status (lower left corner) is completed and the Doctor has signed the lower right corner of the page.

Medical Examiner’s Certificate


- Verify that the Doctor has signed it and the expiration date (bottom item) agrees with the certification status from the bottom of page 3.  We have seen certificates where the expiration date was the same as the date of the exam.
