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To ensure educational and workforce services are provided at the highest levels of quality for the Adult Education and Family Literacy Act (AEFLA), the Office of Adult Education Initiatives (AEI) requires the following assurances.
Agreement to these assurances ensures the grantee commits to follow federal and state laws regarding AEFLA/IELCE.
IET Policy

Integrated Education and Training (IET) is a service approach that provides adult education and literacy activities concurrently and contextually with workforce preparation activities and workforce training for a specific occupation or occupational cluster for the purpose of educational and career advancement (§463.35). An IET program must include adult education and literacy activities, workforce preparation activities, and workforce training (§463.36). In addition, as part of a career pathway (§463.37), the design of an IET program should support the local and state workforce development board plans as required under WIOA. The purpose of the Integrated Education and Training (IET) assurance is to ensure AEFLA/IELCE funded programs meet the definitions and requirements under 34 CFR Part 463 Subpart D.
1. Education and Career Advancement
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Per §463.38, IET must be implemented “for purposes of educational and career advancement,” meaning:

· The adult education component of the program is aligned with the State’s content standards for adult education as described in the State’s Unified or Combined State Plan; and 

· The integrated education and training program is part of a career pathway.

WIOA Sec. 3(7) defines Career Pathways to mean a combination of rigorous and high-quality education, training, and other services that: 

· aligns with skill needs of industries in the state or regional economy; 

· prepares an individual to succeed in secondary or postsecondary education options;

· includes counseling to support the individual’s education and career goals;

· includes education offered concurrently and contextually with workforce preparation and training in specific occupation or occupational cluster; 

· organizes education, training and other services to support the particular needs of an individual to accelerate their educational and career advancement; 

· enables an individual to attain a secondary school diploma or its recognized equivalent; and

· helps an individual enter or advance within a specific occupation or occupational cluster.
