Discussion

· What is a data collection? Jan Petro provided the following for EDAC discussion and response.  This was pulled from the US Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) Paperwork Reduction Act (PRA) clearance process.
Data collection is the process of gathering and measuring information on variables of interest, in an established systematic fashion that enables one to answer relevant questions and/or evaluate outcomes.  EDAC approval must be obtained by any Colorado state agency prior to requesting/collecting any data from a local education agency in any situation where 10 or more respondents (except grant applications), within a 12 month period are involved and the questions, regardless of the number, are standardized in nature, whether they are delivered in-person, on the phone or online.   All grant applications should be reviewed, regardless of the number of respondents.  In simplified terms, a data collection requires local education agencies to provide information to the Colorado Department of Education or another state agency.  

Currently within EDAC Bylaws:

Local Education Agencies (LEAs) receive many data reporting requests.  For EDAC purposes, a LEA is considered to be a school district, board of cooperative services, administrative unit, migrant region or the charter school institute.  EDAC reviews any Colorado state agency data collection request of LEAs.  EDAC reviews the following types of data collections:

	Overview:  This Request for Proposal (RFP) is designed to distribute funds to an eligible education providers pursuant to the requirements of the School Counselor Corps Grant Program

	Discussion: Looking to merge this with other Counselor Corps Collections. Kim Burnham went through a description of the grant process.  Mike Porter asked about the proficiency rates for elementary they looked incorrect.  EDAC recommended that the collections merge CGA-172, DPSE-111 and DPSE-114 into CGA-172 and renumbering them CGA-172, CGA-172B and CGA-172C.  Jan had some small edits and clarification on some of the questions.  In the printed copy some of the definitions did not show up.  It was asked to make sure that they are there when they go out to the districts.  Another recommendation was notify districts to not add PII in responses on the surveys.  Close OPR-101 because it is included in this collection.  EDAC in the discussion had questions about FTE and the calculations.

	Overview: The Expelled and At-Risk Student Services (EARSS) Grant Program at the Colorado Department of Education (CDE) is authorized by Colorado Revised Statute (C.R.S.) 22-33-205 to assist in providing educational and supportive services to expelled students, students at-risk for expulsion, and students of compulsory school age who are truant.

	Discussion: In accordance with EDAC’s desire to include all further reporting requirements within the original application, EDAC requested to align the three EARSS numbering to CGA-134A (Was DPSE-001) for the Expelled and At-Risk Student Services Grant Mid-year and Year-end Reporting Survey and CGA-134B (Was DPSE-101) Expelled and At-Risk Student Services Implementation Rubric and Exit Interview. The CGA-134A rubric is used during the interviews as a part of the collection.  There was a question about where the data goes.  One comment was that the EARSS report was large.  Janelle Krueger asked if reports could be brought to EDAC for discussion prior to grant application approval.  EDAC is flexible as long as applicants have the requirements at the time of the application.

	DPSE-126 Colorado Student Re-engagement Grant Program

	Overview: In state statute and rule, CDE is required to evaluate the education and support services provided by this grant program.  CDE staff is responsible for collecting the data, analyzing it and reporting the evaluation results to the education committees of the Colorado Senate and the House of Representatives.  In addition, it is an expectation that the data will support planning for continuous improvement.

	Discussion: As presented, this document is a mid and end of year reporting requirement. It is asked that in the future that these reporting requirements be present within the grant application.  The presenter agreed.  Therefore when CGA-209 Colorado Student Re-engagement Grant Program is presented as expected in 2018, the grant application will include all reporting requirements. Additionally, Jan mentioned small edits on the form.

	Overview: Section 1118 of the Every Student Succeeds Act requires recipients of Title I, Part A funds to demonstrate compliance with the supplement, not supplant requirements.

	Discussion: There was a review of the collection with an emphasis on the distribution of funds for 2018-19.  One member asked why this data cannot be picked up in comparability collection.  The response was that this is not a good match and will not meet requirements for both submissions and as a result the state will be out of compliance.  There were some questions about district methodology in the collections.  Districts would need to resubmit the data if the district methodology changes.  This will be clarified in the documents.

	Overview:  The USDA requires all State Agencies to conduct local agency procurement reviews of School Food Authorities to ensure compliance with federal, state, and local procurement regulations.  The data collected is used to carry out the required review process and assess procurement compliance for school food service purchases.

	Discussion: This is the second year of this collection.  The nutrition unit is trying to streamline this collection.  This will be a six year process to make the changes.  There is no form but will ask for a detailed ledger of purchases.  The reason for asking for the data in December is because districts will not have detailed data prior to this. As part of EDAC’s “What is a Data Collection” discussion, this data is not something that is considered reviewable by EDAC, because it is asking for a financial ledger and a stamp will not be required.

	Overview: School Food Authorities (SFAs) are required to determine if the revenue from non-program foods generates at least the same proportion of revenue as they contribute to the SFAs food cost. The USDA Non-program Food Revenue (NPR) Tool was created to help SFAs calculate the amount of revenue needed for compliance. A non-program food is defined as any non-reimbursable foods and beverages purchased using funds from the nonprofit school food service account. Non-program food may include, but is not limited to, food purchased for: a la carte, second, guest, adult, staff, catered and vended meals.

	Discussion: The collection is asking for the data at the end of year.  Collected every three years.  Jan had small edits.

	ELSR-105 Early Childhood Assessment Survey
	Nick Ortiz

	Overview: CDE is responsible for creating a menu of assessments for the Results Matter program and kindergarten school readiness assessment. In addition, we have experienced some technical difficulties with one of the assessment tools on the current menu. This survey will assess statewide impact, help us evaluate the effectiveness of the vendor contracts, and assess the degree to which customers feel the current assessment tools are meeting their needs. The survey will also help CDE determine membership on an early childhood assessment think tank to be convened early 2018. •
C.R.S. Section 22-7-1004 – State Board of Education must adopt one or more assessments aligned with the definition of school readiness and report on population-level results.

	Discussion: EDAC asked if another question could be added to the survey.  They suggested the survey could ask, with an additional question, if there was an added cost would be a factor to changing the assessment vendor.  Example is TS Gold was free and now has a cost associated with this assessment.  Jan asked about multiple answers for some of the questions.
