3) Educating and/or including students’ parents and legal guardians on bullying prevention.
4) Developing student leadership and voice in bullying prevention.
5) Monitoring, execution, analysis, and confidentiality of bullying student surveys administered. 
6) Monitoring, execution, and analysis of implementation data.
7) Administrative costs (maximum of 5% of total funds).
Funds from this opportunity must be used to supplement and not supplant any federal, state and local moneys currently in place. Funds may be rolled over from one year to the next during the grant performance period.
