Exercise:  Connecting Ideas and Images

Levels:12

Area: Visual Arts

Content Assessed: Grade 12: Creating: A1, A2, B2

Tasks:
This exercise has three scorable units:


Task One:  The student identifies a idea, concern or experience related to the topic of TEEN LIFE.


Task Two:  The student creates a drawing and/or collage related to the theme with a focus on appropriate/effective selection of imagery related to the student identified theme.


Task Three:  The student writes (or relates) a description of the work addressing specifically the content and composition of the work.

This Scorable Unit Description provides information for TASK ONE.

Physical Set-up:  

Classroom should be appropriate.  The only anticipated special needs may be for providing materials for Task Two.  Appropriate space should be provided for materials for Task Two and enough room to write.

Administration Instructions:
Students should be able to hear verbal instruction (see script).  Students should be given an assessment booklet, a pencil, a pair of scissors and glue stick.  An addition packet of materials (see Materials) will be needed for task two.  The two writing tasks as well as the production task should be able to be completed in a test booklet.  Students should be aware of all three tasks at the beginning of the exercise.

Materials:
Student is given a packet (6-8 pages) of images from a variety of sources (not art works, but pictures of objects, people, symbols, etc.) for TASK TWO.   The materials need not be especially "high tech".  The equivalent of photocopies would be acceptable.   Before they are given the packet, they should complete TASK ONE so the images do not influence the selection and articulation of the theme.  Other materials include paper, glue sticks and scissors.

Scripts:
TASK ONE:

Facilitator:

The student should be told that there are three tasks, of which this is the first.  A brief overview would be appropriate.  

“Today you are going to be asked to complete a work of art based on the theme of “teen life”.  This will involve three tasks or steps.  First, thinking of and writing down an idea, second creating a work of art reflecting that idea and third, writing an analysis explaining why you think the art work is effective in communicating the idea.”

"Artist have traditionally used art to express a personal view of issues and ideas. Today you are going to create a work of art based on a personal issue, concern or position about  being a teen." 

"The first step begins with identifying a position related to TEEN LIFE.  Please identify, in writing, a problem or position that relates to the theme.   TEEN LIFE can address any aspects of what it is like to be a teenager today. Your position may be personal, social, cultural or historical.  It may address positive or negative aspects of being a teen.  You will be more successful in doing this exercise if you can identify a topic, idea or problem that is very specific.  For example, if your concern is AIDS/HIV, you should consider writing your response in a way that tells exactly what your concerns is and what events or experience may have led you to that concern or idea.   You will have five minutes to complete this portion."

Scoring Criteria

Task One:  Generating ideas for work of art and design.

BASIC:  Did not produce a specific idea related to teen life.

BASIC:  Idea is very general, i.e. "cars" "dating" "friends"

PROFICIENT:  Idea provides some detail but is not elaborated.  i.e. "Friends are important. "

PROFICIENT:  Idea provides more elaborate detail. i.e.. "Friends are important because they can help each other."

ADVANCED:  Idea is specific, with supporting detail and with direct connection to a personal, social or cultural/historical idea or concerns  i.e.  "Teenagers should be friends that help each other.  I believe it is important to help others whenever possible because I sometimes need to depend on others and without their help I might not solve my problems as well."

Tasks:

TASK TWO:

Facilitator:

"You are being given a packet of images (hand out packets).  These images were not specifically selected because of their relationship to the theme of teen life.  They are simply a random collection of pictures and objects.  Using these images or drawing or some combination of the two, you will have **** minutes to create an image on p.* in your test booklet.

Your work will be evaluated base two things:  1)How well do the images you select or draw communicate the specific idea you identified about teen life and 2) the quality of the composition (i.e. how well you designed or put together the image to communicate to and/or impact the viewer."

Scoring Criteria:  Note: Work should be scored in conjunction with TASK THREE.
Task Two: Composition.  Elements and Principals of Design are:

Basic:  Element present: no evidence of design principals.

Basic: Present but not intentionally or stereotypically use to create desired effect (i.e. line quality all the same; work does not attend to unity or balance.)  Images do not have clear connection to ideas.

Proficient:  Element present, some evidence of selection for purposeful use.  Images selected are appropriate but not engaging.

Proficient:  Elements and principals used to effectively convey idea, but work is not uniquely expressive.

Advanced: Expresses powerful or unique connection between theme and use of elements and principals.  Unique selection or combination of images.

Scripts:
The student should be told that there are three tasks, of which this is the first.  A brief overview would be appropriate. 

“Today you were asked to complete a work of art based on the theme of “teen life”.  This involves three tasks or steps.  First, thinking of and writing down an idea, second creating a work of art reflecting that idea and third, writing an analysis explaining why you think the art work is effective in communicating the idea.”

TASK THREE:

Facilitator:

"You have just completed a collage and drawing or some combination using images from your “picture packet.”  The task was to express a personal view, concern or opinion about being a teen.  To assist in scoring your work, the next task is to produce a written interpretation of your collage.  The description should be as complete as possible and address three areas: 1) how does collage specifically relate to the idea or concern you developed in the first part of this exercise?; 2) what specific technique or design elements did you use to help make this idea work? ; 3) what makes your work unique?  That is, what did you do in creating the work that makes different from what someone else may have done who was communicating the same idea?

You will have ** minutes to complete this last portion of the exercise.

Scoring Criteria (Rubric)

Task Three:  Connection between idea (Task One), image (Task Two) and description (Task Three) is:


Basic:  Little or no connection evident.  Written description does not assist in understanding the work.


Proficient:  Connection is evident, but is stereotypical.


Proficient:  Clear connection, easily understood even without 
description.


Advanced:  Clear connection, showing a sophisticated/unique view point.  Description may give viewer new insight into the work that were not obvious until after the description was read, but seems to be a genuine reflection of the idea in the image.
