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Section 1
Educational Services Required

1. This bill requires school districts to provide educational services for no more than four hours per week during the regular school year to juveniles who are charged as adults in criminal matters and are being held pending trial in county jails or other facilities that detain adult offenders. 
2. The school districts are required to comply with the federal Individuals with Disabilities Education Act when the juvenile has a disability. The districts are not required to provide educational services to juveniles who have graduated from high school, received a GED, or refused such services.  Juveniles who refuse services must be offered a weekly chance to accept services.

3. Education services must be provided in a safe and appropriate environment.  In the situation where an environment is not available, or if the juvenile is violent towards a school district employee or contractor, the services do not need to be provided.

4. Each school district in which a jail or other facility for the detention of adult offenders is located shall designate a school district employee to act as the contact person for the jail or facility.  The school district shall provide the jail or facility the employee’s name and contact information.  This employee may be the Child Welfare Education Liaison.  

Budget Year Pupil Counts and Pupil Funding 

1. In any budget year where a school district is providing education services to a juvenile charged as an adult, the school district may include the juvenile in its October 1 pupil count (based on Section 22-54-103 (10), C.R.S.). 
2. If the school district begins providing education services after October 1, the district may seek reimbursement for the costs incurred from the school district of charter school that included the juvenile in its pupil count for the applicable budget year.  

· Any amount received as reimbursement may not exceed the reimbursing school district’s or charter school’s per pupil funding for the budget year, prorated for the period of time that the receiving school district provides educational service to the juvenile. 
3. If a juvenile who receives education services was not included in the pupil enrollment for the state for budget year in which the school district provides educational services to the individual, the school district may seek reimbursement from CDE.
· Any amount received as reimbursement may not exceed the state average per pupil funding for the budget year, prorated for the period of time that the receiving school district provides educational service to the juvenile.

· CDE shall pay reimbursements from moneys appropriated to the department for this purpose. 
4. CDE shall allocate an amount to the school district which provides educational service to a juvenile an amount equal to the daily rate established for approved facility schools (based on Section 22-54-129, C.R.S.) multiplied by the number of days, excluding Saturday and Sunday that the juvenile is held in a jail or facility so long as the juvenile is receiving at least four hours of educational services per week.

5. On or before the 15th day of each month where a juvenile is held in jail or facility, the official in charge of the jail or facility shall report to CDE in a manner to be determined by CDE:

· The actual number of juveniles who received education service at the jail or facility during the prior calendar month to whom the school district provided educational services at the jail or facility.

· CDE may accept amended monthly report from the jail or facility prior to making the distribution of funding for the applicable month. 
6. On or before the 15th day of each month following a month where a jail or facility reported the number of juveniles who received educational services at the jail of facility, CDE shall pay the school district that provided the educational services the appropriate amount based on the daily rate established for approved facility schools (based on Section 22-54-129, C.R.S.) and the number of juveniles who receive educational services.

7. The General Assembly shall appropriate to CDE the amount required to reimburse school districts for educational service provided to juveniles at jails or facilities.  In any budget year in which the amount appropriated is insufficient to fully reimburse school districts, CDE may prorate the payments made to these types of districts.

8. The school district shall not receive reimbursement for any period in which the school district was not providing educational services due to juvenile refusing service or being violent toward a district employee or contractor.  CDE shall reduce the reimbursement rate accordingly.
9. A school district or administrative unit that provides special education services to a juvenile who has an individualized education program may seek excess costs tuition from the juveniles administrative unit of residence.

1. Change in definition for applicable budget years.

Section 3 
1. For FY 2010-11 and following fiscal years, CDE shall reimburse school districts for education services provide to juveniles from money appropriated for said purpose from the State Public School Fund.
Section 4
1. Tasks and reporting to be carried out by the official in charge of the jail or facility for detention of adult offenders.
Section 5
1. Amends the allowable expenditures from the Read-to-Achieve cash fund to include, reimbursements for school districts for education service provided to juveniles held in jails or other facilities for the detention of adult offenders.

Section 6

1. Working group criteria for juvenile offenders to be handled by the Department of Human Services.

Section 7
1. Adjustments to “Detention and shelter” subheading section of statute. 

Section 8
1. For FY 2010-11, an appropriation out of the read-to-achieve cash fund for $209,287 cash funds and 0.2 FTE, to the CDE for assistance to public schools, grants, programs, distributions, and other assistance, for the implementation of this act.
2. For FY 2010-11 the cash fund appropriation for “reading and literacy” is decreased by $209,287 from the read-to-achieve cash fund.
